Set your language and country/region

The language setting determines which language the HP All-in-One uses to show
messages on the display. The country/region setting determines the default paper sizes
and layouts for printing. You can change these settings at any time by using the following
procedure.

Set the default paper tray for PictBridge/DPOF/UPnP printing

You can set the default paper tray to use when you print photos from a Pictbridge device,
DPOF file, or a Universal Plug and Play (UPnP) device. This setting only applies to print
jobs where the paper size settings are not specified on the Pictbridge device, DPOF file,
or the UPnP device.

To set the default paper tray

Enable faster browsing of photos

You can set up the HP All-in-One to enable faster photo browsing by writing small
thumbnails to the memory card. The thumbnails take up a relatively small amount of
space and are used to speed up the browsing performance of photos on the card.

B NOTE: This feature is on by default.

Set the energy save mode

see messages on the display about a real-time clock failure or if you want to reduce the
start-up time, you can turn off the Energy Save mode.

What you need for a wired network

Before you connect the HP All-in-One to a network, make sure you have all of the required

materials.

Q A functional Ethernet network that includes a router, switch, or hub with an Ethernet

port.
Q CAT-5 Ethernet cable.

Although standard Ethernet cables look similar to standard telephone cables, they
are not interchangeable. There is a different number of wires in each one, and each
has a different connector. An Ethernet cable connector (also called an RJ-45
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connector) is wider and thicker and always has 8 contacts on the end. A phone
connector has between 2 and 6 contacts.

Q A desktop computer or laptop with an Ethernet connection.

BY NOTE: The HP All-in-One supports both 10 Mbps and 100 Mbps Ethernet
networks. If you are purchasing, or have purchased, a network interface card
(NIC), make sure it can operate at either speed.

Connect the HP All-in-One to the network

To connect the HP All-in-One to the network, use the Ethernet port on the back of the
product.

To connect the product to the network
1. Remove the yellow plug from the back of the product.

What you need for an integrated wireless WLAN 802.11 network

To connect the HP All-in-One to an integrated wireless WLAN 802.11 network, you will

need the following:

Q A wireless 802.11 network that includes a wireless router or access point

(recommended).

Q A desktop computer or laptop with either wireless networking support, or a network
interface card (NIC). The computer must be connected to the wireless network that
you intend to install the HP All-in-One on.
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Q Broadband Internet access (optional but recommended) such as cable or DSL.

Q If you connect the HP All-in-One on a wireless network that has Internet access, HP
recommends that you use a wireless router (access point or base station) that uses
Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP).

Q Network name (SSID).

Q WEP key or WPA Passphrase (if needed).

Connect to an integrated wireless WLAN 802.11 network

The Wireless Setup Wizard provides an easy way to connect the HP All-in-One to your
network. You can also use SecureEasySetup, if your wireless router or access point
supports this feature. See the documentation that came with your wireless router or
access point to find out if it supports using SecureEasySetup and for additional setup
instructions.

/\ CAUTION: To prevent other users from accessing your wireless network, HP
strongly recommends using a password or passphrase (Wi-Fi Protected Access
(WPA) or Wired Equivalent Privacy (WEP) security) and a unique network name
(Service setidentifier (SSID)) for your wireless router. Your wireless router might have
been shipped with a default network name, which is typically the manufacturer name.
If you use the default network name, your network can be easily accessed by other
users using the same default network name (SSID). It also means that the HP All-in-
One might accidently connect to a different wireless network in your area which uses
the same network name. If this happens you will not be able to access the HP All-in-
One. For more information on how to change the network name, see the
documentation that came with your wireless router.

Bf NOTE: Before connecting to a wireless infrastructure network, ensure that an
Ethernet cable is not connected to the HP All-in-One.

To connect the product with the Wireless Setup Wizard

BY NOTE: If the network is set up with an Apple AirPort base station and you are
using a password instead of WEP HEX or WEP ASCII to access this network, you
need to get the equivalent WEP key. See the documentation that came with the
Apple AirPort base station for more information.

4. Press the down arrow button to highlight Wireless Setup Wizard, and then press

This runs the Wireless Setup Wizard. The setup wizard searches for available
networks, and then displays a list of detected network names (SSIDs). The networks
with the strongest signal appear first, the weakest appear last.

5. Press the down arrow button to highlight the name of the network you wrote down in
step 1, and then press OK.

If you do not see your network name in the list

a. Select Enter a New Network Name (SSID). If necessary, use the down arrow
button to highlight it, and then press OK.
The visual keyboard appears.

b. Enter the SSID. Use the arrow buttons on the control panel to highlight a letter or
number on the visual keyboard, and then press OK to select it.

BY NOTE: You mustenter the exact uppercase (capital) and lowercase (small)
letters.

One software.

A Turn on the wireless radio for the HP All-in-One and the wireless radio on your
computer. On your computer, connect to the network name (SSID) hpsetup, which
is the default ad hoc network created by the HP All-in-One.

If the HP All-in-One was previously configured for a different network, use Restore
Network Defaults to restore the default ad hoc profile of hpsetup.
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OR

A Use an ad hoc network profile on your computer to connect to the product. If your
computer is not currently configured with an ad hoc network profile, consult the Help
file for your computer Operating System for the proper method to create an ad hoc
profile on your computer. Once the ad hoc network profile has been created, run the
Wireless Setup Wizard from the Network menu on the HP All-in-One and select the
ad hoc network profile you created on your computer.

NOTE: An ad hoc connection can be used if you do not have a wireless router or
access point but do have a wireless radio on your computer. However, an ad hoc
connection may result in a lower level of network security and possibly reduced
performance when compared to an infrastructure network connection using a wireless
router or access point.

To create a network profile

BY NOTE: The product comes configured with a network profile with hpsetup as the
network name (SSID). However, for security and privacy HP recommends you create
a new network profile on your computer as described here.

6. Click Add, and then do the following:
a. In Network name (SSID) box, type in a unique network name of your choice.

B NOTE: The network name is case sensitive, so it is important to remember
any uppercase (capital) and lowercase (small) letters.

b. If there is a Network Authentication list, select Open. Otherwise, go to the next
step.
c. Inthe Data encryption list, select WEP.

B NOTE: ltis possible to create a network that does not use a WEP key.
However, HP recommends using a WEP key in order to secure your network.

d. Make sure that the check box is not selected next to The key is provided for me
automatically. If it is selected, click the check box to clear it.

e. Inthe Network key box, type a WEP key that has exactly 5 or exactly 13
alphanumeric (ASCII) characters. For example, if you enter 5 characters, you
might enter ABCDE or 12345. Or, if you enter 13 characters, you might enter
ABCDEF1234567. (12345 and ABCDE are examples only. Select a combination
of your choosing.)

Alternatively, you can use HEX (hexadecimal) characters for the WEP key. A HEX
WEP key must be 10 characters for 40 bit encryption, or 26 characters for 128 bit
encryption.

f. In the Confirm network key box, type the same WEP key you typed in the
previous step.

Bf NOTE: You must remember the exact uppercase (capital) and lowercase
(small) letters. If you enter your WEP key incorrectly on the product, the
wireless connection will fail.

g. Write down the WEP key exactly as you typed it, including uppercase and
lowercase letters.

h. Select the check box for This is a computer-to-computer (ad hoc) network;
wireless access points are not used.

i. Click OK to close the Wireless network properties window, and then click OK
again.

j. Click OK again to close the Wireless Network Properties Connection window.

Create a network profile for other operating systems

If you have an operating system other than Windows Vista or Windows XP, HP
recommends that you use the configuration program that came with your wireless LAN
card.

With mDNS, your computer can find and use any HP All-in-One connected
to your local area network. It can also work with any other Ethernet-enabled
product that appears on the network.

The following table describes the 802.3 wired settings shown on the network configuration

Parameter Description
Hardware The Media Access Control (MAC) address that identifies the HP All-in-One.

Address (MAC) This is a unique 12-digit identification number assigned to networking
hardware for identification, including routers, switches, and other such
devices. No two pieces of hardware have the same MAC address.

NOTE: Some Internet service providers (ISPs) require that you register the
MAC address of the Network Card or LAN Adapter that was connected to
your cable or DSL modem during installation.

IP Address This address uniquely identifies the product on the network. IP addresses are
assigned dynamically through DHCP or AutolP. You can also set up a static
IP address, though this is not recommended.

CAUTION: Be careful when manually assigning an IP address. An invalid
IP address during installation will prevent your network components from
seeing the HP All-in-One.

Subnet Mask A subnet is an IP address assigned by the installation software to make an
additional network available as part of a larger network. Subnets are specified
by a subnet mask. This mask determines which of the HP All-in-One IP
address bits identify the network and subnet, and which bits identify the
product itself.

NOTE: Itis recommended that the HP All-in-One and the computers that
use it all reside on the same subnet.

Default Gateway | A node on a network that serves as an entrance to another network. A node
in this instance can be a computer or some other product.

NOTE: The address of the default gateway is assigned by the installation
software, unless you have already set a manual IP address.

Configuration The protocol used to assign the IP address to the HP All-in-One:

Source = AutolP: The installation software automatically determines the

configuration parameters.

»  DHCP: The configuration parameters are supplied by a dynamic host
configuration protocol (DHCP) server on the network. On small networks,
this could be a router.

= Manual: The configuration parameters are set manually, such as a static
IP address.

»  Not Specified: The mode used when the HP All-in-One is initializing.

DNS server The IP address of the domain name service (DNS) for the network. When you
use the Web or send an e-mail message, you use a domain name to do it.
For example, the URL http://www.hp.com contains the domain name hp.com.
The DNS on the Internet translates the domain name into an IP address.
Devices use the IP addresses to refer to one another.

» IP Address: The IP address of the domain name server.

- Not Specified: The IP address is not specified, or the product is
initializing.

NOTE: Check to see if a DNS IP address appears on the network

configuration page. If no address is shown, obtain the DNS IP address from
your Internet service provider (ISP).
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Parameter Description
Link The speed at which data is transmitted over a network. Speeds include 10TX-
Configuration Full, 10TX-Half, 100TX-Full, and 100TX-Half. When set to None, networking

is disabled.

Total Packets
transmitted

The number of packets transmitted by the HP All-in-One without error since
it has been turned on. The counter clears after the HP All-in-One is turned
off. When a message is transmitted over a packet-switching network; it is
broken up into packets. Each packet contains the destination address as well
as the data.

Total Packets
received

The number of packets received by the HP All-in-One without error since it
has been turned on.

Subnet Mask

A subnet is an IP address assigned by the installation software to make an
additional network available as part of a larger network.

Default Gateway | A node on a network that serves as an entrance to another network. A node
in this instance can be a computer or some other product.

Authentication verifies the identity of a user or product before granting access
to the network, making it more difficult for unauthorized users to access
network resources. This security method is common on wireless networks.

A network using Open System authentication does not screen network users
based on their identities. Any wireless user can have access from the network.
However, such a network might use WEP (Wired Equivalent Privacy)
encryption to provide a first level of security against casual eavesdroppers.

A network using Shared Key authentication provides increased security by
requiring users or products to identify themselves with a static key (a
hexadecimal or alphanumeric string). Every user or product on the network
shares the same key. WEP encryption is used along with shared key
authentication, using the same key for both authentication and encryption.

A network using server-based (WPA-PSK) authentication provides
significantly stronger security, and is supported in most wireless access
points and wireless routers. The access point or router verifies the identity of
a user or product requesting access to the network before granting that
access. Several different authentication protocols might be used on an
authentication server.

Encryption

The type of encryption in use on the network:

» None: No encryption is in use.

»  64-bit WEP: A 5-character or 10-hex-digit WEP key is in use.

= 128-bit WEP: A 13-character or 26-hex-digit WEP key is in use.

»  WPA-AES: Advanced Encryption Standard encryption is in use. This is
an encryption algorithm for securing sensitive but unclassified material
by US Government agencies.

»  WPA-TKIP: Temporal Key Integrity Protocol, an advanced encryption
protocol, is in use.

- Automatic: AES or TKIP is in use.

» Not applicable: This parameter does not apply to this network type.
WEP aims to provide security by encrypting data over radio waves so that it

is protected as it is transmitted from one end point to another. This security
method is common on wireless networks.

Network glossary

access point

A network router that has wireless capability.

ASCII

American Standard Code for Information Interchange. The standard for
numbers used by computers to represent all the uppercase and lowercase
Latin letters, numbers, punctuation, etc.

AutolP

A feature of the installation software, which determines the configuration
parameters of devices on the network.

DHCP

Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol. A server on the network that supplies
configuration parameters to devices on the network. On small networks, this
could be a router.

DNS

Domain Name Service. When you use the Web or send an e-mail message,
you use a domain name to do it. For example, the URL http://www.hp.com

contains the domain name hp.com. The DNS on the Internet translates the
domain name into an IP address. Devices use the IP addresses to refer to

one another.

DNS-SD

See DNS. The SD portion stands for Service Discovery. This is part of a
protocol developed by Apple that enables automatic discovery of computers,
devices, and services on IP networks.

DSL

Digital Subscriber Line. A high-speed connection to the Internet.

Ethernet

The most common local network technology that connects computers using
copper cabling.

Ethernet cable

The cable used to connect network elements in a wired network. The CAT-5
Ethernet cable is also known as a straight-through cable. When using an
Ethernet cable, the network elements must be attached to a router. An
Ethernet cable uses an RJ-45 connector.

EWS Embedded Web Server. A browser-based utility that provides a simple way
to manage the HP All-in-One. You can monitor status, configure HP All-in-
One networking parameters, or access HP All-in-One features.

Gateway A computer or other device, such as a router, that serves as an entrance to

the Internet or another network.
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HEX

Hexadecimal. The base 16 numbering system, which uses the digits 0-9 plus
the letters A-F.

host computer

The computer at the center of a network.

Hostname

The TCP/IP name assigned by the installation software to the device. By
default, this is the letters HP followed by the last 6 digits of the Media Access
Control (MAC) address.

hub

No longer commonly used in modern home networks, a hub takes its signal
from each computer and sends it to all of the other computers connected to
the hub. Hubs are passive; other devices on the network plug into the hub in
order to communicate with one another. A hub does not manage the network.

IP address

A number that uniquely identifies the device on the network. IP addresses
are assigned dynamically through DHCP or AutolP. You can also set up a
static IP address, though this is not recommended.

MAC address

Media Access Control (MAC) address that uniquely identifies the HP All-in-
One. This is a unique 12-digit identification number assigned to networking
hardware for identification. No two pieces of hardware have the same MAC
address.

network name

The SSID or network name identifies a wireless network.

NIC

Network Interface Card. A card on your computer that provides an Ethernet
connection so that you can connect your computer to a network.

RJ-45 connector

The connector on the ends of an Ethernet cable. Although standard Ethernet
cable connectors (RJ-45 connectors) look similar to standard telephone
cable connectors, they are not interchangeable. An RJ-45 connector is wider
and thicker and always has 8 contacts on the end. A phone connector has
between 2 and 6 contacts.

router

A router provides a bridge between two or more networks. A router can link
a network to the Internet, link two networks and connect both to the Internet,
and help secure networks through the use of firewalls and assigning dynamic
addresses. A router can also act as a gateway, while a switch cannot.

SSID

The SSID or network name identifies a wireless network.

switch

A switch makes it possible for several users to send information over a
network at the same time without slowing each other down. Switches allow
different nodes (a network connection point, typically a computer) of a
network to communicate directly with one another.

WEP

Wired Equivalent Privacy (WEP) is a type of encryption used for wireless
network security.

WPA

Wi-Fi Protected Access (WPA) is a type of encryption used for wireless
network security. WPA offers greater security than WEP.

Connect to a Bluetooth® device

If you insert an HP Bluetooth Adapter (such as the HP bt500) into the front USB port, you
can print to the HP All-in-One from Bluetooth devices such as PDAs, camera phones,

and computers.

What you need for a Bluetooth connection
To connect the HP All-in-One with a Bluetooth connection, you will need the following:

1 A Bluetooth capable device (such as a PDA, camera phone, or computer)
4 An HP Bluetooth Adapter
Some Bluetooth products exchange device addresses when they communicate with each

other, so you might also need to find out the device address of the HP All-in-One in order
to establish a connection.

To find out the device address of the product
1. Insert the HP Bluetooth Adapter into the front USB port.
2. Press Setup.

3. Press the down arrow button until Bluetooth is highlighted, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button until Device Address is highlighted, and then press

The Device Address appears, which is read only.
5. Make a note of the device address. You might need it later.

Connect the HP All-in-One to a computer using a Bluetooth® wireless connection

A Bluetooth connection provides a quick and easy way to print images from a Bluetooth-
enabled computer without using a cable. With a Bluetooth connection you can access
many of the same printing features as with a USB connection. For example, you can
check the printer status, as well as the estimated amount of ink remaining in your ink
cartridges.

Bf NOTE: The only software functionality available with a Bluetooth connection is
printing. Scanning and software-based copying cannot be done over a Bluetooth
connection. However, stand-alone copy functions are still available.

Before you print, you must connect an HP Bluetooth Adapter to the HP All-in-One.

You must have Windows Vista or Windows XP and either the Microsoft Bluetooth®
Protocol Stack or the Widcomm Bluetooth® Protocol Stack installed in order to connect
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the HP All-in-One. It is possible to have both the Microsoft Stack and the Widcomm Stack
on your computer, but you use only one of them to connect the HP All-in-One.

»  Microsoft stack: If you have Windows Vista or Windows XP with Service Pack 2
installed on your computer, then your computer has the Microsoft Bluetooth® Protocol
Stack. The Microsoft stack allows you to install an external Bluetooth® adapter
automatically. If your Bluetooth® adapter supports the Microsoft stack but it does not
install automatically, then you do not have the Microsoft stack on your computer.
Check the documentation that came with the Bluetooth® adapter to see if it supports
the Microsoft stack.

+  Widcomm stack: If you have an HP computer with Bluetooth® built in then your
computer has the Widcomm stack. If you have an HP computer and plug in an HP
Bluetooth Adapter, it will install automatically using the Widcomm stack.

To install and print using the Microsoft stack
1. Make sure that you have installed the product software on the computer.

B NOTE: The purpose of installing the software is to make sure the printer driver
is available for the Bluetooth® connection. Therefore, if you have already installed
the software, you do not need to reinstall it. If you want both a USB and a
Bluetooth® connection to the product, install the USB connection first. For more
information, see the Start Here guide.

Load originals and load paper

You can load many different types and sizes of paper in the HP All-in-One, including letter
or A4 paper, photo paper, transparencies, and envelopes.

By default, the HP All-in-One is set to detect the size and type of paper you load in the
input tray automatically and then adjust its settings to generate the highest quality output
for that paper. If you are using special papers, such as photo paper, transparency film,
envelopes, or labels, or if you experience poor print quality using the automatic setting,
you can manually set the paper size and type for print and copy jobs.

* Any size paper other than those listed in the printer software.

+  Paper with cutouts or perforations (unless specifically designed for use with HP inkjet
products).

» Highly textured stock, such as linen. It might not print evenly, and the ink can bleed
into these papers.

+ Extremely smooth, shiny, or coated papers not specifically designed for the product.
They can jam the product or repel the ink.

+ Multi-part forms, such as duplicate and triplicate forms. They can wrinkle or get stuck,
and the ink is more likely to smear.

+ Envelopes with clasps or windows. They can get stuck in the rollers and cause paper
jams.

* Banner paper.

Load paper

This section describes the procedure for loading different types and sizes of paper into
the HP All-in-One for your copies or printouts.

Q TIP: To help prevent rips, wrinkles, and curled or bent edges, store all paper flat in
aresealable bag. If the paper is not stored properly, extreme changes in temperature
and humidity might result in curled paper that does not work well in the HP All-in-One.

Load full-size paper or small-size photo paper
You can load many types and sizes of paper into the input trays of the HP All-in-One.

X TIP: Tap a stack of paper on a flat surface to align the edges. Make sure all the paper
in the stack is the same size and type and free of rips, dust, wrinkles, and curled or
bent edges.

To load full-size paper
1. Raise and hold the output tray in the open position.

Insert the stack of paper into the main input tray with the short edge forward and the
print side down. Slide the stack of paper forward until it stops.

/\ CAUTION: Make sure that the product is idle and silent when you load paper
into the main input tray. If the product is servicing the ink cartridges or otherwise
engaged in a task, the paper stop inside the product might not be in place. You
could push the paper too far forward, causing the product to eject blank pages.

{} TIP: If you are using letterhead, insert the top of the page first with the print side
down.

Slide the paper-width guide inward until it stops at the edge of the paper.
Do not overload the main input tray; make sure the stack of paper fits within the main
input tray and is no higher than the top of the paper-width guide.

Lower the output tray. Pull the tray extender towards you, as far as it will go. Flip the
paper catch at the end of the tray extender to open the extender the rest of the way.

BY NOTE: When you use legal-size paper, leave the tray extender closed.
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To load up to 13 x 18 cm (5 x 7 inch) photo paper in the photo tray
1. Raise the photo tray lid.

3. Insert the stack of photo paper into the photo tray with the short edge forward and the
print side down. Slide the stack of photo paper forward until it stops.
If the photo paper you are using has perforated tabs, load the photo paper so that the
tabs are closest to you.

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Load envelopes

You can load one or more envelopes into the main input tray of the HP All-in-One. Do not
use shiny or embossed envelopes or envelopes that have clasps or windows.

B NOTE: For specific details on how to format text for printing on envelopes, consult
the help files in your word processing software. For best results, consider using a label
for the return address on envelopes.

To load envelopes
1. Raise and hold the output tray in the open position.
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4. Insert one or more envelopes into the far-right side of the main input tray, with the
envelope flaps on the left and facing up. Slide the stack of envelopes forward until it
stops.

&} TIP: To avoid paper jams, tuck the flap inside each envelope.
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5. Slide the paper-width guide inward against the stack of envelopes until it stops.
Do not overload the main input tray; make sure the stack of envelopes fits within the
main input tray and is not higher than the top of the paper-width guide.

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HP Premium Inkjet Transparency Film

A Insert the film so that the white transparency strip (with arrows and the HP logo) is on
top and is going into the input tray first.

BY NOTE: The HP All-in-One cannot automatically detect the paper type. For best
results, set the paper type to transparency film in the software before printing onto
transparency film.

HP Iron-On Transfers
1. Flatten the transfer sheet completely before using it; do not load curled sheets.

{} TIP: To prevent curling, keep transfer sheets sealed in the original package until
you are ready to use them.

2. Locate the blue stripe on the nonprinting side of the transfer paper and then manually
feed one sheet at a time into the input tray with the blue stripe facing up.

Avoid paper jams

To help avoid paper jams, follow these guidelines.

+Remove printed papers from the output tray frequently.

»  Prevent curled or wrinkled photo paper by storing all unused photo paper flat in a
resealable bag.

» Ensure that paper loaded in the input tray lays flat and the edges are not bent or torn.

« Ifyou are printing labels, ensure that the label sheets are no more than two years old.
Labels on older sheets might peel off when the paper is pulled through the product,
and cause paper jams.

+ Do not combine different paper types and paper sizes in the input tray; the entire stack
of paper in the input tray must be the same size and type.

» Adjust the paper-width guide in the input tray to fit snugly against all paper. Make sure
the paper-width guide does not bend the paper in the input tray.

» Do not force paper too far forward in the input tray.
+ Use paper types that are recommended for the product.

{} TIP: For the best results, use HP Advanced Photo Paper to print your photos.

1. Load up to 13 x 18 cm (5 x 7 inch) paper in the photo tray.
2. On the File menu in your software application, click Print.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
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4. Click the button that opens the Properties dialog box.
Depending on your software application, this button might be called Properties,
Options, Printer Setup, Printer, or Preferences.

5. Click the Features tab.

6. Inthe Size list, click More, and then select the size of photo paper loaded in the photo
tray.
If a borderless image can be printed on the specified size, the Borderless printing
check box is enabled.

7. In the Paper Type drop-down list, click More, and then select the appropriate paper
type.

B NOTE: You cannot print a borderless image if the paper type is set to Plain
paper or to a type of paper other than a photo paper.

8. Select the Borderless check box if it is not already checked.
If the borderless paper size and paper type are not compatible, the product software
displays an alert and allows you to select a different type or size.

9. Click OK, and then click Print or OK in the Print dialog box.

EY NOTE: Do notleave unused photo paper in the input tray. The paper might start
to curl, which could reduce the quality of your printout. Photo paper should be flat
before printing.

Print a photo on photo paper

To achieve the best print quality, HP recommends using HP papers that are specifically
designed for the type of project you are printing along with genuine HP ink. HP papers
and HP ink are specifically designed to work well together to provide high-quality output.

For photo printing, HP recommends that you use HP Advanced Photo Paper with the
HP All-in-One.

To print a photo on photo paper

1. Load up to 13 x 18 cm (5 x 7 inch) paper in the photo tray or full-size photo paper in
the main input tray.

3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.

BY NOTE: To achieve the highest dpi resolution, you can use the Maximum dpi
setting with supported types of photo paper. If Maximum dpi is not listed in the
Print quality drop-down list, you can enable it from the Advanced tab. For more
information, see “Print using Maximum dpi” on page 82.

In the HP Real Life Technologies area, click the Photo fix drop-down list and select
from the following options:

+ Off: applies no HP Real Life Technologies to the image.
+ Basic: enhances low-resolution images; moderately adjusts image sharpness.

* Full: automatically adjusts brightness, contrast, and sharpness; enhances low-
resolution images; automatically removes red-eye coloring in the photo.

X TIP: You can remove red-eye coloring in the photo when using the Off or
Basic mode by selecting the Remove red eye check box.

Click OK to return to the Properties dialog box.

(Optional) If you want to print the photo in black and white, click the Color tab and

select the Print in grayscale check box. From the drop-down list, select one of the

following options:

+ High Quality: uses all the available colors to print your photo in grayscale. This
creates smooth and natural shades of gray.

» Black Ink Only: uses black ink to print your photo in grayscale. The gray shading
is created by varying patterns of black dots, which might result in a grainy image.

. Click OK, and then click Print or OK in the Print dialog box.

NOTE: Do not leave unused photo paper in the input tray. The paper might start to
curl, which could reduce the quality of your printout. Photo paper should be flat before
printing.

Print using Maximum dpi

Use maximum dpi mode to print high-quality, sharp images.

To get the most benefit from maximum dpi mode, use it to print high-quality images such
as digital photographs. When you select the maximum dpi setting, the printer software
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displays the optimized dots per inch (dpi) that the HP All-in-One printer will print. Printing
in maximum dpi is supported on the following paper-types only:

* HP Premium Plus Photo Paper

*  HP Premium Photo Paper

«  HP Advanced Photo Paper

*  Photo Hagaki cards

Printing in maximum dpi takes longer than printing with other settings and requires a large
amount of disk space.

To print in Maximum dpi mode

Scanning is the process of converting text and pictures into an electronic format for your
computer. You can scan almost anything (photos, magazine articles and text documents)
on the HP All-in-One.

Br NOTE: If the product is network-connected, a list of available computers
appears. Select the computer to which you want to transfer the scan, and then
continue to the next step.

Scan an original to a memory card

You can send the scanned image as a JPEG image to the memory card or storage device
that is currently inserted. This enables you to use the photo print options to print
borderless prints and album pages from the scanned image.

I%? NOTE: If the HP All-in-One is connected to a network, you can access the scanned
image on a connected computer only if the memory card is being shared across the
network.
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To save a scan to the memory card or storage device

1. Make sure your memory card is inserted into the appropriate slot on the product, or
a storage device is connected to the front USB port.

Learning to use OCR software correctly is important if you
want to obtain the best results. Do not expect scanned text documents to be letter-perfect
the first time you use your OCR software. Using OCR software is an art that takes time
and practice to master.

Q TIP: For the best copy performance on standard copy projects, set the paper size
to Letter or A4, the paper type to Plain Paper, and the copy quality to Fast.

The HP All-in-One provides three options that affect copy speed and quality:

Best produces high quality for all paper and eliminates the banding (striping) effect
that sometimes occurs in solid areas. Best copies slower than the Normal or Fast

quality settings.
Normal delivers high quality and is the recommended setting for most of your
copying. Normal copies faster than Best and is the default setting.

Fast copies faster than the Normal setting. The text is comparable to the quality of

Resize an original to fit onto letter or A4 paper

loaded, you can reduce the copy so none of the original content is cropped.

For the best results when reprinting photos, leave the Paper Type set to Automatic, and
load photo paper in the HP All-in-One. You should only change the Paper Type if you
see print quality issues using the Automatic setting.

To reprint an original photo

1. Load your original print side down on the right front corner of the glass.

2. Make sure the photo tray or main tray is loaded with the correct paper.

3. Press the right arrow button to highlight Reprints, and then press OK.

4. (Optional) Press the Menu button to change print settings before reprinting.

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12 Maintain the HP All-in-One

The HP All-in-One requires little maintenance. Sometimes you might want to clean the
glass and lid backing to remove surface dust and ensure that your copies and scans
remain clear. You will also need to replace ink cartridges, clean the printhead assembly,
or align the printer from time to time. This section provides instructions for keeping the
HP All-in-One in top working condition. Perform these simple maintenance procedures
as necessary.

Work with ink cartridges

To ensure the best print quality from the HP All-in-One, you will need to perform some
simple maintenance procedures. This section provides guidelines for handling the ink
cartridges, instructions for replacing the ink cartridges, and aligning and cleaning the
printhead.

Information on ink cartridges and the printhead

The following tips help maintain HP ink cartridges and ensure consistent print quality.

« Make sure you follow the instructions in the Start Here guide for installing the
printhead and the ink cartridges for the first time. The instructions in this online help
are for replacing ink cartridges, and are not intended for first time installation.

« If you need to replace an ink cartridge, wait until you have the new ink cartridge
available to install before removing the old cartridge.

/\ CAUTION: Wait until you have a new ink cartridge available before removing
the old ink cartridge. Do not leave the ink cartridge outside of the product for an
extended period of time. This can result in damage to both the product and the
ink cartridge.

» Keep all ink cartridges in the original sealed packages until they are needed.
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*  Turn off the HP All-in-One by pressing the On button located on the product. Wait
until the On light turns off before unplugging the power cord or turning off a power
strip. If you improperly turn off the HP All-in-One, the print carriage might not return
to the correct position causing problems with the ink cartridges and print quality
issues.

»  Store ink cartridges at room temperature (15.6-26.6° C or 60-78° F).

+ If you notice a significant decrease in print quality, check the estimated ink levels
remaining in the ink cartridges. Replace any ink cartridges that are low on ink. If none
of the ink cartridges are low, clean the printhead.

* Do not clean the printhead unnecessarily. This wastes ink and shortens the life of the
cartridges.

» Handle ink cartridges carefully. Dropping, jarring, or rough handling during installation
can cause temporary printing problems.

» If you are transporting the product, do the following to prevent ink leaking from the
print carriage or other damage from occurring to the product:

o Make sure you turn off the product by pressing the On button.
The print carriage should be parked on the right side in the service station.

o Make sure you leave the ink cartridges and printhead installed.

o Lightly pack the inside of the product with crumpled newspaper to prevent the
print carriage from moving during transportation.

o The product must be transported sitting flat; it should not be placed its side, back,
front, or top.

Check the estimated ink levels

You can easily check the ink supply level to determine how soon you might need to
replace an ink cartridge. The ink supply level shows an estimate of the amount of ink
remaining in the ink cartridges.

Bf NOTE: Ifyou have installed a refilled or remanufactured cartridge, or a cartridge that
has been used in another printer, the ink level indicator might be inaccurate or
unavailable.

NOTE: Ink level warnings and indicators provide estimates for planning purposes
only. When you receive a low-ink warning message, consider having a replacement
cartridge available to avoid possible printing delays. You do not have to replace the
cartridges until the print quality is unacceptable.

NOTE: Ink from the cartridges is used in the printing process in a number of different
ways, including in the initialization process, which prepares the product and cartridges
for printing, and in printhead servicing, which keeps print nozzles clear and ink flowing
smoothly. In addition, some residual ink is left in the cartridge after it is used. For more
information, see www.hp.com/go/inkusage.
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To check the ink levels from the control panel
1. Press Setup.

»\

2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Tools, and then press OK.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Display Ink Gauge, and then press OK.

The product displays a gauge that shows the estimated ink levels of all cartridges
installed.
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4. Press any button to return to the Tools menu.

To check the ink levels from the HP Photosmart Software

1. In the HP Solution Center, click Settings, point to Print Settings, and then click
Printer Toolbox.

Bf NOTE: You can also open the Printer Toolbox from the Print Properties dialog
box. In the Print Properties dialog box, click the Features tab, and then click the
Printer Services button.

The Printer Toolbox appears.
2. Click the Estimated Ink Level tab.
The estimated ink levels for the ink cartridges appear.

Replace the ink cartridges

Follow these instructions when you need to replace ink cartridges.

BY NOTE: If you are setting up the product for the first time, make sure you follow the
instructions in the Start Here guide for installing the printhead and the ink cartridges.

If you do not already have replacement ink cartridges for the HP All-in-One, to order
cartridges, go to www.hp.com/buy/supplies. If prompted, choose your country/region,
follow the prompts to select your product, and then click one of the shopping links on the

page.

BY NOTE: At this time, some portions of the HP Web site are available in English only.

/\ CAUTION: Wait until you have a new ink cartridge available before removing the
old ink cartridge. Do not leave the ink cartridge outside of the product for an extended
period of time. This can result in damage to both the product and the ink cartridge.
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To replace the ink cartridges
1. Make sure the product is turned on.

2. Open the ink cartridge access door by lifting from the front right of the product, until
the door locks into place.
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The print carriage moves to the center of the product.

B NOTE: Wait until the print carriage stops moving before proceeding.

3. Press the tab on the front of the ink cartridge to release it, and then remove it from
the slot.

4. Remove the new ink cartridge from its packaging by pulling the orange pull-tab
straight back to remove the plastic wrap from the ink cartridge.

B NOTE: Make sure you remove the plastic wrap from the ink cartridge before
installing it in the product, or printing will fail.
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5. Twist the orange cap to snap it off.

S

6. Using the colored shaped icons for help, slide the ink cartridge into the empty slot
until it clicks into place and is seated firmly in the slot.

/\ CAUTION: Do not lift the latch handle on the print carriage to install the ink
cartridges. Doing so can result in incorrectly seated ink cartridges and printing
problems. The latch must remain down in order to correctly install the ink
cartridges.
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Chapter 12

Make sure that you insert the ink cartridge into the slot that has the same shaped icon
and color as the one you are installing.

7. Repeat steps 3 through 6 for each ink cartridge you are replacing.
8. Close the ink cartridge door.

Remove ink from your skin and clothing

Follow these instructions to remove ink from your skin and clothing:

Surface Remedy

Skin Wash the area with an abrasive soap.

White fabric Wash the fabric in cold water and use chlorine bleach.
Color fabric Wash the fabric in cold water and use sudsy ammonia.

/\ CAUTION: Always use cold water to remove ink from fabric. Warm or hot water can
set the ink into the fabric.

Advanced printhead maintenance

If you are experiencing problems with printing, you might have a problem with the
printhead. You should perform the procedures in the following sections only when
directed to do so for resolving print quality issues.

Performing the aligning and cleaning procedures unnecessarily can waste ink and
shorten the life of the cartridges.
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If you receive an error message about the ink cartridges, see “Ink cartridge and printhead
messages” on page 257 for more information.

If your printed output is streaked or has any incorrect or missing colors, the printhead
might need to be cleaned.

This process uses ink to attempt to unclog and clean the nozzles in the printhead.

1. Press Setup.

2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Tools, and then press OK.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Clean Printhead, and then press OK.
The product cleans the printhead.

4. Press any button to return to the Tools menu.

To clean the printhead from the HP Photosmart Software

1. Load letter, A4, or legal unused plain white paper into the main input tray.
2. In the HP Solution Center, click Settings.

3. In the Print Settings area, click Printer Toolbox.

B NOTE: You can also open the Printer Toolbox from the Print Properties dialog
box. In the Print Properties dialog box, click the Features tab, and then click
Printer Services.

The Printer Toolbox appears.

4. Click the Device Services tab.

Click Clean the printhead.

6. Follow the prompts until you are satisfied with the quality of the output, and then click
Done.
There are two stages of cleaning. Each stage lasts about two minutes, uses one sheet
of paper, and uses an increasing amount of ink. After each stage, review the quality
of the printed page. You should only initiate the next phase of cleaning if the print
quality is poor.
If print quality still seems poor after you complete both stages of cleaning, try aligning
the printer. If print quality problems persist after cleaning and aligning, contact HP
support.

Scan fails because of insufficient computer memory

If this does not work, it might help to restart your computer. Some programs do not
release memory when you close them. Restarting your computer will clear the
memory.

If this problem occurs frequently, or if you encounter memory problems while using
other programs, you might need to add more memory to your computer. See the user
guide that came with your computer for more information.

Cause: Too many programs were running on your computer.

Scanned image is blank

Solution: Load your original print side down on the right front corner of the glass.

Cause: The original was placed incorrectly on the glass.

Scanned image is incorrectly cropped

Solution: The autocropping feature in the software crops anything that is not part
of the main image. Sometimes this might not be what you want. In that case, turn off
autocropping in the software and crop the scanned image manually, or not at all.
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Cause: The software was set to automatically crop scanned pictures.

Scanned image has incorrect page layout
Solution: Turn off autocropping in the software to retain the page layout.
Cause: Automatic cropping was changing the page layout.

Scanned image shows dotted lines instead of text
Solution: Make a black-and-white copy of the original and then scan the copy.
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Cause: If you used the Text image type to scan text that you planned to edit, the
scanner might not have recognized color text. The Textimage type scans at 300 x 300
dpi, in black and white.

If you scanned an original that has graphics or artwork surrounding the text, the
scanner might not have recognized the text.

Text format is incorrect

Solution: Some applications cannot handle framed text formatting. Framed text is
one of the scan document settings in the software. It maintains complex layouts, such
as multiple columns from a newsletter, by putting the text in different frames (boxes)
in the destination application. In the software, select the correct format so that the
scanned text layout and formatting are retained.

Cause: The scan document settings were incorrect.

Text is incorrect or missing

Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most
likely solution first. If the first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the
remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

» Solution 1: Adjust the brightness in the software

» Solution 2: Clean the glass and lid

4. Do one of the following, depending upon how the product is connected to the
computer:

Finally, try disconnecting the cable from the hub and
connecting it directly to the computer.
