Add the HP Photosmart to a network
• Wired (Ethernet) network
• Wireless with a router (infrastructure network)
• Wireless without a router (ad hoc connection)

Wired (Ethernet) network
Before you connect the HP Photosmart to a network, make sure you have all of the required materials.

❑ A functional Ethernet network that includes a router, switch, or hub with an Ethernet port.
❑ CAT-5 Ethernet cable.

Although standard Ethernet cables look similar to standard telephone cables, they are not interchangeable.
There is a different number of wires in each one, and each has a different connector. An Ethernet cable connector
(also called an RJ-45 connector) is wider and thicker and always has 8 contacts on the end. A phone connector
has between 2 and 6 contacts.

❑ A desktop computer or laptop on the same network.

NOTE: The HP Photosmart supports networks with automatic speed negotiation capable of 10 or 100 Mbps.

To connect the HP Photosmart to the network
1. Remove the yellow plug from the back of the HP Photosmart.

2. Connect the Ethernet cable to the Ethernet port on the back of the HP Photosmart.

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3. Connect the other end of the Ethernet cable to an available port on your Ethernet router or switch.

4. Once you have connected the HP Photosmart to the network, install the software.

Wireless with a router (infrastructure network)
To connect the HP Photosmart to an integrated wireless WLAN 802.11 network, you will need the following:

❑ A wireless 802.11 network that includes a wireless router or access point.
❑ A desktop computer or laptop with either wireless networking support, or a network interface card (NIC). The

computer must be connected to the wireless network that you intend to install the HP Photosmart on.
❑ Broadband Internet access (recommended) such as cable or DSL.

If you connect the HP Photosmart on a wireless network that has Internet access, HP recommends that you use
a wireless router (access point or base station) that uses Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP).

❑ Network name (SSID).
❑ WEP key or WPA Passphrase (if needed).

To connect the HP Photosmart to wireless network
▲ Do one of the following:

Use Windows Connect Now
a. Turn on wireless radio.

❑ Press Setup.
❑ Highlight Network and press OK.
❑ Highlight Wireless Radio and press OK.
❑ Highlight On and press OK.

b. Insert memory with your network settings.
c. Connect to wireless network.

❑ Highlight Yes, set up printer on network using wireless settings on memory device and press
OK.

❑ Press OK to print a network configuration page.
d. Install software.
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Use Wireless Setup Wizard
a. Write down your network name (SSID) and WEP key or WPA passphrase.
b. Turn on wireless radio.

❑ Press Setup.
❑ Highlight Network and press OK.
❑ Highlight Wireless Radio and press OK.
❑ Highlight On and press OK.

c. Start Wireless Setup Wizard.
❑ Highlight Wireless Setup Wizard and press OK.

d. Connect to wireless network.
❑ The setup wizard searches for available networks, and then displays list of detected network names

(SSIDs).
❑ Highlight your network name and press OK

e. Follow prompts.
❑ Follow the prompts on display to complete connection.
❑ Press OK to print a network configuration page.

f. Install software.

Wireless without a router (ad hoc connection)
Use this section if you want to connect the HP Photosmart to a wireless-capable computer without using a wireless
router or access point.

There are two methods you may use to connect the HP Photosmart to your computer using an ad hoc wireless
network connection. Once connected, you can install the HP Photosmart software.

▲ Turn on the wireless radio for the HP Photosmart and the wireless radio on your computer. On your computer,
connect to the network name (SSID) hpsetup, which is the default ad hoc network created by the
HP Photosmart.
If the HP Photosmart was previously configured for a different network, use Restore Network Defaults to restore
the default ad hoc profile of hpsetup.

OR

▲ Use an ad hoc network profile on your computer to connect to the product. If your computer is not currently
configured with an ad hoc network profile, consult the Help file for your computer Operating System for the
proper method to create an ad hoc profile on your computer. Once the ad hoc network profile has been created,
run the Wireless Setup Wizard from the Network menu on the HP Photosmart and select the ad hoc network
profile you created on your computer.

NOTE: An ad hoc connection can be used if you do not have a wireless router or access point but do have a
wireless radio on your computer. However, an ad hoc connection may result in a lower level of network security
and possibly reduced performance when compared to an infrastructure network connection using a wireless
router or access point.

Add the HP Photosmart to a network 7
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To connect the HP Photosmart to a Windows computer with an ad hoc connection, the computer must have a
wireless network adapter and an ad hoc profile.

To create a network profile

NOTE: The product comes configured with a network profile with hpsetup as the network name (SSID).
However, for security and privacy HP recommends you create a new network profile on your computer as
described here.

1. In the Control Panel, double-click Network Connections.
2. On the Network Connections window, right-click the Wireless Network Connection. If you see Enable on

the pop-up menu, select it. Otherwise, if you see Disable on the menu, the wireless connection is already
enabled.

3. Right-click the Wireless Network Connection icon, and then click Properties.
4. Click the Wireless Networks tab.
5. Select the Use Windows to configure my wireless network settings check box.
6. Click Add, and then do the following:

a. In Network name (SSID) box, type in a unique network name of your choice.

NOTE: The network name is case sensitive, so it is important to remember any uppercase (capital) and
lowercase (small) letters.

b. If there is a Network Authentication list, select Open. Otherwise, go to the next step.
c. In the Data encryption list, select WEP.

NOTE: It is possible to create a network that does not use a WEP key. However, HP recommends using
a WEP key in order to secure your network.

d. Make sure that the check box is not selected next to The key is provided for me automatically. If it is
selected, click the check box to clear it.

e. In the Network key box, type a WEP key that has exactly 5 or exactly 13 alphanumeric (ASCII) characters.
For example, if you enter 5 characters, you might enter ABCDE or 12345. Or, if you enter 13 characters,
you might enter ABCDEF1234567. (12345 and ABCDE are examples only. Select a combination of your
choosing.)
Alternatively, you can use HEX (hexadecimal) characters for the WEP key. A HEX WEP key must be 10
characters for 40 bit encryption, or 26 characters for 128 bit encryption.

f. In the Confirm network key box, type the same WEP key you typed in the previous step.

NOTE: You must remember the exact uppercase (capital) and lowercase (small) letters. If you enter
your WEP key incorrectly on the product, the wireless connection will fail.

g. Write down the WEP key exactly as you typed it, including uppercase and lowercase letters.
h. Select the check box for This is a computer-to-computer (ad hoc) network; wireless access points are

not used.
i. Click OK to close the Wireless network properties window, and then click OK again.
j. Click OK again to close the Wireless Network Properties Connection window.

Using the LAN card configuration program, create a network profile that has the following values:

• Network name (SSID): Mynetwork (example only)

NOTE: You should create a network name that is unique and easy for you to remember. Just remember
that the network name is case-sensitive. Therefore, you must remember which letters are uppercase and
lowercase.

• Communication mode: ad hoc
• Encryption: enabled

To connect to a wireless ad hoc network
1. Press Setup.
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2. Press the down arrow button until Network is highlighted, and then press OK.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Wireless Setup Wizard, and then press OK.

This runs the Wireless Setup Wizard. The setup wizard searches for available networks, and then displays a
list of detected network names (SSIDs). The infrastructure networks appear first in the list, followed by available
ad hoc networks. The networks with the strongest signal appear first, the weakest appear last.

4. On the display, look for the network name you created on your computer (for example, Mynetwork).
5. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the network name, and then press OK.

If you found your network name and selected it, go on to step 6.

If you do not see your network name in the list
a. Select Enter a New Network Name (SSID).

The visual keyboard appears.
b. Enter the SSID. Use the arrow buttons on the control panel to highlight a letter or number on the visual

keyboard, and then press OK to select it.

NOTE: You must enter the exact uppercase (capital) and lowercase (small) letters. Otherwise, the
wireless connection will fail.

c. When you are finished entering the new SSID, use the arrow buttons to highlight Done on the visual
keyboard, and then press OK.

TIP: If the product is unable to discover the network based on the network name you entered, you will
see the following prompts. You may want to move the product closer to the computer and try running
the Wireless Setup Wizard again to automatically discover the network.

d. Press the down arrow button until Ad Hoc is highlighted, and then press OK.
e. Press the down arrow button until Yes, my network uses WEP encryption is highlighted, and then press

OK. The visual keyboard displays.
If you do not want to use WEP encryption, press the down arrow button until No, my network does not
use encryption is highlighted, and then press OK. Go to step 7.

6. If prompted, enter your WEP key as follows. Otherwise go to step 7.
a. Use the arrow buttons to highlight a letter or number on the visual keyboard, and then press OK to select it.

NOTE: You must enter the exact uppercase (capital) and lowercase (small) letters. Otherwise, the
wireless connection will fail.

b. When you are finished entering the WEP key, use the arrow buttons to highlight Done on the visual keyboard.
7. Press OK again to confirm.

The product will attempt to connect to the SSID. If a message says you entered an invalid WEP key, check the
key you wrote down for your new network, follow the prompts to correct the WEP key, and then try again.

8. When the product connects successfully to the network, go to your computer to install the software.

NOTE: You can print the Wireless Network Test report at the end of a successful Wireless Setup Wizard
connection which can help identify any potential future issues with the network setup.

Install the software for a network connection
Use this section to install the HP Photosmart software on a computer connected to a network. Before you install the
software, make sure you have connected the HP Photosmart to a network.

Add the HP Photosmart to a network 9
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NOTE: 1 If your computer is configured to connect to a series of network drives, make sure that your computer
is currently connected to these drives before installing the software. Otherwise, the HP Photosmart software
installer might try to use one of the reserved drive letters and you will not be able to access that network drive
on your computer.

NOTE: 2 Installation time can range from 20 to 45 minutes depending on your operating system, the amount
of available space, and the processor speed of your computer.

To install the Windows HP Photosmart Software
1. Quit all applications running on your computer, including any virus detection software.
2. Insert the Windows CD that came with the product into the CD-ROM drive on your computer and follow the

onscreen instructions.
3. If a dialog box about firewalls appears, follow the instructions. If you see firewall pop-up messages, you must

always accept or allow the pop-up messages.
4. On the Connection Type screen, select Through the network, and then click Next.

The Searching screen appears as the Setup program searches for the product on the network.
5. On the Printer Found screen, verify that the printer description is correct.

If more than one printer is found on the network, the Printers Found screen appears. Select the product you
want to connect.

6. Follow the prompts to install the software.
When you have finished installing the software, the product is ready for use.

7. If you disabled any virus detection software on your computer, make sure to enable it again.
8. To test your network connection, go to your computer and print a self-test report to the product.

Set up a Bluetooth connection
A Bluetooth connection provides a quick and easy way to print images from a Bluetooth-enabled computer without
using a cable. With a Bluetooth connection you can access many of the same printing features as with a USB
connection. For example, you can check the printer status, as well as the estimated amount of ink remaining in your
ink cartridges.

NOTE: The only software functionality available with a Bluetooth connection is printing. Scanning and software-
based copying cannot be done over a Bluetooth connection.

You must have Windows Vista or Windows XP and either the Microsoft Bluetooth® Protocol Stack or the Widcomm
Bluetooth® Protocol Stack installed in order to connect the HP Photosmart. It is possible to have both the Microsoft
Stack and the Widcomm Stack on your computer, but you use only one of them to connect the product.

• Microsoft stack If you have Windows Vista or Windows XP with Service Pack 2 installed on your computer,
then your computer has the Microsoft Bluetooth® Protocol Stack. The Microsoft stack allows you to install an
external Bluetooth® adapter automatically. If your Bluetooth® adapter supports the Microsoft stack but it does
not install automatically, then you do not have the Microsoft stack on your computer. Check the documentation
that came with the Bluetooth® adapter to see if it supports the Microsoft stack.

• Widcomm stack: If you have an HP computer with Bluetooth® built in, or if you have installed an HP bt450, then
your computer has the Widcomm stack. If you have an HP computer and plug in an HP bt450, it will install
automatically using the Widcomm stack.

To connect the HP Photosmart with a Bluetooth connection, you will need the following:

❑ A Bluetooth (compatible HCRP or SPP profile) capable device (such as a PDA, camera phone, or computer)

Some Bluetooth products exchange device addresses when they communicate with each other, so you might also
need to find out the device address of the HP Photosmart in order to establish a connection.

To find out the device address of the product
1. Press Setup.
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2. Press the down arrow button until Bluetooth Menu is highlighted, and then press OK.

NOTE: It is required that the Bluetooth Radio is turned on to enable the Bluetooth options in the Bluetooth
Menu.

3. Press the down arrow button until Device Address is highlighted, and then press OK.
The Device Address appears, which is read only.

4. Make a note of the device address. You might need it later.

To install and print using the Microsoft stack
1. Make sure that you have installed the product software on the computer.

NOTE: The purpose of installing the software is to make sure the printer driver is available for the
Bluetooth® connection. Therefore, if you have already installed the software, you do not need to reinstall it.
If you want both a USB and a Bluetooth® connection to the HP Photosmart, install the USB connection first.
For more information, see the Setup Guide. However, if you do not want a USB connection, select Directly
to the computer on the Connection Type screen. Also, on the Connect Your Device Now screen, select
the check box next to If you are unable to connect your device now... at the bottom of the screen.

2. If you are using an external Bluetooth® adapter for your computer, make sure your computer is started and then
attach the Bluetooth® adapter to a USB port on the computer. If you have Windows Vista or Windows XP with
Service Pack 2 installed, the Bluetooth® drivers are installed automatically. If you are prompted to select a
Bluetooth® profile, select HCRP.
If your computer has Bluetooth® built in, just make sure the computer is started.

3. On the Windows taskbar, click Start, and then click Printers and Faxes (or click Control Panel, and then
Printers).

4. Click Add a printer).
5. Click Next, and then select A Bluetooth Printer.
6. Follow the onscreen instructions to finish the installation.
7. Print as you would to any printer.

To install and print using the Widcomm stack
1. Make sure that you have installed the HP Photosmart software on the computer.

NOTE: The purpose of installing the software is to make sure the printer driver is available for the
Bluetooth® connection. Therefore, if you have already installed the software, you do not need to reinstall it.
If you want both a USB and a Bluetooth® connection to the HP Photosmart, install the USB connection first.
For more information, see the Setup Guide. However, if you do not want a USB connection, select Directly
to the computer on the Connection Type screen. Also, on the Connect Your Device Now screen, select
the check box next to If you are unable to connect your device now... at the bottom of the screen.

2. Click the My Bluetooth Places icon on the desktop or in the taskbar.
3. Click View devices in range.
4. Once the available printers are discovered, double-click the name of HP Photosmart to finish the installation.
5. Print as you would to any printer.

Set up a Bluetooth connection 11
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Set up the HP Photosmart for faxing
Before you begin setting up the HP Photosmart for faxing, determine which kind of phone system your country/
region uses. The instructions for setting up the HP Photosmart for faxing differ depending on whether you have a
serial- or parallel-type phone system.

• If you do not see your country/region listed in the table below, you probably have a serial-type phone system.
In a serial-type phone system, the connector type on your shared telephone equipment (modems, phones, and
answering machines) does not allow a physical connection to the "2-EXT" port on the HP Photosmart. Instead,
all equipment must be connected at the telephone wall jack.

NOTE: In some countries/regions that use serial-type phone systems, the phone cord that came with the
HP Photosmart might have an additional wall plug attached to it. This enables you to connect other telecom
devices to the wall jack where you plug in the HP Photosmart.

• If your country/region is listed in the table below, you probably have a parallel-type telephone system. In a
parallel-type phone system, you are able to connect shared telephone equipment to the phone line by using the
"2-EXT" port on the back of the HP Photosmart.

NOTE: If you have a parallel-type phone system, HP recommends you use the 2-wire phone cord supplied
with the HP Photosmart to connect the HP Photosmart to the telephone wall jack.

Choose the correct fax setup for your home or office
To fax successfully, you need to know what types of equipment and services (if any) share the same phone line
with the HP Photosmart. This is important because you might need to connect some of your existing office equipment
directly to the HP Photosmart, and you might also need to change some fax settings before you can fax successfully.

To determine the best way to set up the HP Photosmart in your home or office, first read through the questions in
this section and record your answers. Next, refer to the table in the following section and choose the recommended
setup case based on your answers.
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Make sure to read and answer the following questions in the order they are presented.

1. Do you have a digital subscriber line (DSL) service through your telephone company? (DSL might be called
ADSL in your country/region.)
❑ Yes, I have DSL.
❑ No.
If you answered Yes, proceed directly to Case B: Set up the HP Photosmart with DSL. You do not need to
continue answering questions.
If you answered No, please continue answering questions.

2. Do you have a private branch exchange (PBX) phone system or an integrated services digital network (ISDN)
system?
If you answered Yes, proceed directly to Case C: Set up the HP Photosmart with a PBX phone system or an
ISDN line. You do not need to continue answering questions.
If you answered No, please continue answering questions.

3. Do you subscribe to a distinctive ring service through your telephone company that provides multiple phone
numbers with different ring patterns?
❑ Yes, I have distinctive ring.
❑ No.
If you answered Yes, proceed directly to Case D: Fax with a distinctive ring service on the same line. You do
not need to continue answering questions.
If you answered No, please continue answering questions.
Are you unsure if you have distinctive ring? Many phone companies offer a distinctive ring feature that allows
you to have several phone numbers on one phone line.
When you subscribe to this service, each phone number will have a different ring pattern. For example, you can
have single, double, and triple rings for the different numbers. You might assign one phone number with a single
ring to your voice calls, and another phone number with double rings to your fax calls. This allows you to tell the
difference between voice and fax calls when the phone rings.

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Case A: Separate fax line (no voice calls received)
If you have a separate phone line on which you receive no voice calls, and you have no other equipment connected
on this phone line, set up the HP Photosmart as described in this section.

To set up the HP Photosmart with a separate fax line
1. Using the phone cord supplied in the box with the HP Photosmart, connect one end to your telephone wall jack,

then connect the other end to the port labeled 1-LINE on the back of the HP Photosmart.

NOTE: If you do not use the supplied cord to connect from the telephone wall jack to the HP Photosmart,
you might not be able to fax successfully. This special phone cord is different from the phone cords you might
already have in your home or office.

2. Turn on the Auto Answer setting.
3. (Optional) Change the Rings to Answer setting to the lowest setting (two rings).
4. Run a fax test.

When the phone rings, the HP Photosmart will answer automatically after the number of rings you set in the Rings
to Answer setting. Then it will begin emitting fax reception tones to the sending fax machine and receive the fax.

Case B: Set up the HP Photosmart with DSL
If you have a DSL service through your telephone company, use the instructions in this section to connect a DSL
filter between the telephone wall jack and the HP Photosmart. The DSL filter removes the digital signal that can
interfere with the HP Photosmart, so the HP Photosmart can communicate properly with the phone line. (DSL might
be called ADSL in your country/region.)

NOTE: If you have a DSL line and you do not connect the DSL filter, you will not be able to send and receive
faxes with the HP Photosmart.

2 DSL filter and cord supplied by your DSL provider

3 Use the phone cord supplied in the box with the HP Photosmart to connect to the "1-LINE" port

To set up the HP Photosmart with DSL
1. Obtain a DSL filter from your DSL provider.
2. Using the phone cord supplied in the box with the HP Photosmart, connect one end to your telephone wall jack,

then connect the other end to the port labeled 1-LINE on the back of the HP Photosmart.

NOTE: If you do not use the supplied cord to connect from the telephone wall jack to the HP Photosmart,
you might not be able to fax successfully. This special phone cord is different from the phone cords you might
already have in your home or office.

3. Connect the DSL filter cord to the telephone wall jack.

NOTE: If you have other office equipment or services attached to this phone line, such as a distinctive ring
service, answering machine, or voice mail, see the appropriate section in this section for additional setup
guidelines.

4. Run a fax test.

Case C: Set up the HP Photosmart with a PBX phone system or an ISDN
line

If you are using either a PBX phone system or an ISDN converter/terminal adapter, make sure you do the following:

• If you are using either a PBX or an ISDN converter/terminal adaptor, connect the HP Photosmart to the port that
is designated for fax and phone use. Also, make sure that the terminal adapter is set to the correct switch type
for your country/region, if possible.

NOTE: Some ISDN systems allow you to configure the ports for specific phone equipment. For example,
you might have assigned one port for telephone and Group 3 fax and another port for multiple purposes. If
you have problems when connected to the fax/phone port of your ISDN converter, try using the port
designated for multiple purposes; it might be labeled "multi-combi" or something similar.

• If you are using a PBX phone system, set the call waiting tone to "off".

NOTE: Many digital PBX systems include a call-waiting tone that is set to "on" by default. The call waiting
tone will interfere with any fax transmission, and you will not be able to send or receive faxes with the
HP Photosmart. Refer to the documentation that came with your PBX phone system for instructions on how
to turn off the call-waiting tone.

• If you are using a PBX phone system, dial the number for an outside line before dialing the fax number.
• Make sure you use the supplied cord to connect from the telephone wall jack to the HP Photosmart. If you do

not, you might not be able to fax successfully. This special phone cord is different from the phone cords you
might already have in your home or office. If the supplied phone cord is too short, you can purchase a coupler
from your local electronics store and extend it.
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Case D: Fax with a distinctive ring service on the same line
If you subscribe to a distinctive ring service (through your telephone company) that allows you to have multiple
phone numbers on one phone line, each with a different ring pattern, set up the HP Photosmart as described in this
section.

Ring setting) after the number of rings you selected (Rings to Answer setting). Then it will begin emitting fax
reception tones to the sending fax machine and receive the fax.
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Case E: Shared voice/fax line
If you receive both voice calls and fax calls at the same phone number, and you have no other office equipment (or
voice mail) on this phone line, set up the HP Photosmart as described in this section.

To set up the HP Photosmart with a shared voice/fax line

NOTE: If you do not use the supplied cord to connect from the telephone wall jack to the HP Photosmart,
you might not be able to fax successfully.

2. Now you need to decide how you want the HP Photosmart to answer calls, automatically or manually:

To set up the HP Photosmart to answer calls
manually, turn off the Auto Answer setting.

3. Run a fax test.
4. Plug your phone into the telephone wall jack.
5. Do one of the following, depending on your phone system:

• If you have a parallel-type phone system, remove the white plug from the port labeled 2-EXT on the back of
the HP Photosmart, and then connect a phone to this port.

• If you have a serial-type phone system, you might plug your phone directly on top of the HP Photosmart
cable which has a wall plug attached to it.

If you pick up the phone before the HP Photosmart answers the call and hear fax tones from a sending fax machine,
you will need to answer the fax call manually.

Case F: Shared voice/fax line with voice mail
If you receive both voice calls and fax calls at the same phone number, and you also subscribe to a voice mail
service through your telephone company, set up the HP Photosmart as described in this section.
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NOTE: You cannot receive faxes automatically if you have a voice mail service at the same phone number you
use for fax calls. You must receive faxes manually; this means you must be available to respond in person to
incoming fax calls. If you want to receive faxes automatically instead, contact your telephone company to
subscribe to a distinctive ring service, or to obtain a separate phone line for faxing.

If you receive both voice calls and fax calls at the same phone number, and you also have an answering machine
that answers voice calls at this phone number, set up the HP Photosmart as described in this section.

NOTE: If you do not connect your answering machine directly to the HP Photosmart, fax tones from a
sending fax machine might be recorded on your answering machine, and you probably will not be able to
receive faxes with the HP Photosmart.
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3. Using the phone cord supplied in the box with the HP Photosmart, connect one end to your telephone wall jack,
then connect the other end to the port labeled 1-LINE on the back of the HP Photosmart.

The HP Photosmart is designed to work well with most paper types. Test a variety of paper types before buying a
large quantity. Find a paper type that works well and is easy to purchase. HP papers are designed for the best
quality results. In addition, follow these tips:

• Do not use paper that is too thin, that has a slick texture, or that stretches easily. It can feed incorrectly through
the paper path, causing paper jams.

• Store photo media in its original packaging inside a resealable plastic bag on a flat surface in a cool, dry place.
When you are ready to print, remove only the paper you plan to use immediately. When you have finished
printing, return any unused photo paper to the plastic bag.

• Do not leave unused photo paper in the input tray. The paper might start to curl, which might reduce the quality
of your printouts. Curled paper can also cause paper jams.

• Always hold photo paper by the edges. Fingerprints on photo paper can reduce print quality.
• Do not use paper that is heavily textured. It can cause graphics or text to print improperly.
• Do not combine different paper types and paper sizes in the input tray; the entire stack of paper in the input tray

must be the same size and type.
• Store printed photos under glass or in a storage book to prevent bleeding over time from high humidity.

Print documents
Most print settings are automatically handled by the software application. You need to change the settings manually
only when you change print quality, print on specific types of paper or transparency film, or use special features.

To print from a software application
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the input tray.
2. On the File menu in your software application, click Print.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
4. If you need to change settings, click the button that opens the Properties dialog box.

Depending on your software application, this button might be called Properties, Options, Printer Setup,
Printer, or Preferences.

NOTE: When printing a photo, you must select options for the specific photo paper and photo enhancement.
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5. Select the appropriate options for your print job by using the features available in the Advanced, Printing
Shortcuts, Features, and Color tabs.

TIP: You can easily select the appropriate options for your print job by choosing one of the predefined print
tasks on the Printing Shortcuts tab. Click a type of print task in the Printing Shortcuts list. The default
settings for that type of print task are set and summarized on the Printing Shortcuts tab. If necessary, you
can adjust the settings here and save your custom settings as a new printing shortcut.

Print a Web page
You can print a Web page from your Web browser on the HP Photosmart.

If you use Internet Explorer 6.0 or higher for Web browsing, you can use HP Smart Web Printing to ensure simple,
predictable web printing with control over what you want and how you want it printed. You can access HP Smart
Web Printing from the toolbar in Internet Explorer. For more information about HP Smart Web Printing, see the
help file provided with it.

To print a Web page
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the main input tray.
2. On the File menu in your Web browser, click Print.

The Print dialog box appears.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
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4. If your Web browser supports it, select the items on the Web page that you want to include in the printout.
For example, in Internet Explorer, click the Options tab to select options such as As laid out on screen, Only
the selected frame, and Print all linked documents.

5. Click Print or OK to print the Web page.

TIP: To print Web pages correctly, you might need to set your print orientation to Landscape.

Print forms and templates (Quick Forms)
The HP Photosmart contains built-in templates that enable you to print common forms, such as narrow or wide ruled
notebook paper, graph paper, task checklists, calendars (not supported on all models), and music sheets on plain
letter- or A4-size paper. You can also print games such as dots and fun mazes, which have a different pattern each
time you print them.

To print forms from the control panel
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the input tray.
2. Press Quick Forms.

The Quick Forms menu appears.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight the form you want to print, and then press OK.
4. If prompted, select the type of form to print.
5. Press the up arrow button to increase the number of copies, and then press OK.

Print using the maximum dpi
Use maximum dpi mode to print high-quality, sharp images.

To get the most benefit from maximum dpi mode, use it to print high-quality images such as digital photographs.
When you select the maximum dpi setting, the printer software displays the optimized dots per inch (dpi) that the
HP Photosmart printer will print. Printing in maximum dpi is supported on the following paper-types only:

• HP Premium Plus Photo Paper
• HP Premium Photo Paper
• HP Advanced Photo Paper
• Photo Hagaki cards

Printing in maximum dpi takes longer than printing with other settings and requires a large amount of disk space.

To print in Maximum dpi mode
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the input tray.
2. On the File menu in your software application, click Print.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
4. Click the button that opens the Properties dialog box.

Depending on your software application, this button might be called Properties, Options, Printer Setup,
Printer, or Preferences.

5. Click the Advanced tab.
6. In the Features area, select the Enable maximum dpi setting check box.
7. Click the Features tab.
8. In the Paper Type drop-down list, click More, and then select the appropriate paper type.
9. In the Print Quality drop-down list, click Maximum dpi.

NOTE: To find out what dpi the product will print based on the paper type and print quality settings you
selected, click Resolution.

NOTE: When you select a printing shortcut the appropriate printing options are automatically displayed. You
can leave them as is, change them, or create your own shortcuts for commonly used tasks.

• General Everyday Printing: Print documents quickly.
• Photo Printing–Borderless: Print to the top, bottom, and side edges of 10 x 15 cm (4 x 6 inch) and 13 x 18 cm

Alternate methods of faxing
• Initiate a fax from your phone
• Send a fax to multiple recipients
• Schedule a fax to send later
• Set up and use speed dial

Initiate a fax from your phone
Sending a fax manually allows you to make a phone call and talk with the recipient before you send the fax. This is
useful if you want to inform the recipient that you are going to send them a fax before sending it. When you send a
fax manually, you can hear the dial tones, telephone prompts, or other sounds through the handset on your
telephone. This makes it easy for you to use a calling card to send your fax.

Depending on how the recipient has their fax machine set up, the recipient might answer the phone, or the fax
machine might take the call. If a person answers the phone, you can speak with the recipient before sending the
fax. If a fax machine answers the call, you can send the fax directly to the fax machine when you hear the fax tones
from the receiving fax machine.

To send a fax manually from a connected phone
1. Load your originals print side up into the document feeder tray.
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NOTE: This feature is not supported if you load your originals on the glass. You must load your originals
in the document feeder tray.

2. Dial the number by using the keypad on the phone that is connected to the HP Photosmart.

NOTE: Do not use the keypad on the control panel of the HP Photosmart. You must use the keypad on
your phone to dial the recipient's number.

3. If the recipient answers the telephone, you can engage in a conversation before sending your fax.

NOTE: If a fax machine answers the call, you will hear fax tones from the receiving fax machine. Proceed
to the next step to transmit the fax.

4. Once you are ready to send the fax, press Start Fax.
If you were speaking with the recipient before sending the fax, inform the recipient that they should press Start
on their fax machine after they hear fax tones.
The telephone line is silent while the fax is transmitting. At this point, you can hang up the telephone. If you want
to continue speaking with the recipient, remain on the line until the fax transmission is complete.

Send a fax to multiple recipients
You can send a fax to multiple recipients without first setting up a group speed dial.

NOTE: The list of recipients you specify for this fax is not saved and only works for sending faxes in black. If
you intend to send other faxes to the same recipient list, you should create a group speed dial list.

To broadcast a fax to multiple recipients from the control panel
1. Press OK when Fax is highlighted on the Home Screen.
2. Press the Menu button to select Fax Menu.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Broadcast Fax, and then press OK.
4. Press OK, and then enter the fax number by using the keypad, or press the down arrow button to access speed

dials.

NOTE: You can add up to 20 individual fax numbers.

5. Press Start Fax.
6. When prompted, load your originals print side up and top first in the center of the document feeder tray.
7. Press Start Fax again.

Schedule a fax to send later
You can schedule a black-and-white fax to be sent within the next 24 hours. This enables you to send a black-and-
white fax late in the evening, when phone lines are not as busy or phone rates are lower, for example. The
HP Photosmart automatically sends your fax at the specified time.

You can only schedule one fax to be sent at a time. You can continue to send faxes normally, however, while a fax
is scheduled.

NOTE: You cannot schedule a color fax due to memory limitations.

To schedule a fax from the control panel
1. Load your originals print side up into the document feeder tray.
2. Press OK when Fax is highlighted on the Home Screen.
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3. Press the Menu button to select Fax Menu.

4. Press the down arrow button to Send Fax Later, and then press OK.
5. Enter the send time by using the numeric keypad, and then press OK. If prompted, press 1 for AM, or 2 for

PM.
6. Enter the fax number by using the keypad.
7. Press Start Fax.

The HP Photosmart scans all pages and the scheduled time appears on the display. The HP Photosmart sends
the fax at the scheduled time.

To cancel a scheduled fax
1. Press OK when Fax is highlighted on the Home Screen.
2. Press the Menu button to select Fax Menu.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Send Fax Later, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button to highlight Cancel scheduled fax, and then press OK.

NOTE: You can also cancel the scheduled fax by pressing Cancel on the control panel when the Send Fax
Later message is visible on the display.

Set up and use speed dial
You can quickly send a black-and-white or color fax from the HP Photosmart using speed dials. This section provides
instructions for sending the fax in black and white.

To create speed dial entries from the control panel
1. Press Setup.
2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Speed Dial Setup, and then press OK.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Individual Speed Dial, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button to select the displayed speed dial entry. You can also press the down arrow button

to highlight a different unassigned entry, and then press OK.
5. Enter the fax number for the speed dial entry by using the numeric keypad, and then press OK.

TIP: To add a pause in the fax number you are entering, press the up arrow button. A dash (-) appears on
the display.

The visual keyboard appears on the display.
6. Use the visual keyboard to enter the name. When you are finished, highlight Done on the visual keyboard, and

then press OK.
7. Press OK if you want to set up another number.

To send a fax using speed dials from the control panel
1. Load your originals print side up into the document feeder tray. If you are sending a single-page fax, such as a

photograph, you can also load your original print side down on the glass.

NOTE: If you are sending a multiple-page fax, you must load the originals in the document feeder tray. You
cannot fax a multiple-page document from the glass.

2. Press OK when Fax is highlighted on the Home screen.
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3. Press the down arrow button to access speed dials.
4. Press the down arrow button until the appropriate speed dial entry is highlighted, or enter the speed dial code

by using the keypad on the control panel.
Press OK.

5. Press Start Fax.

To receive a fax manually

Check the estimated ink levels
You can easily check the ink supply level to determine how soon you might need to replace a cartridge. The ink
supply level shows an estimate of the amount of ink remaining in the cartridges.

NOTE: 1 If you have installed a refilled or remanufactured cartridge, or a cartridge that has been used in another
printer, the ink level indicator might be inaccurate or unavailable.

NOTE: 2 Ink level warnings and indicators provide estimates for planning purposes only. When you receive a
low-ink warning message, consider having a replacement cartridge available to avoid possible printing delays.

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• The printout has a horizontal band of distortion near the bottom of a borderless print
• Printouts have horizontal streaks or lines
• Printouts are faded or have dull colors
• Printouts seem blurry or fuzzy
• Printouts have vertical streaks
• Printouts are slanted or skewed
• Ink streaks on the back of the paper
• The text edges are jagged

Wrong, inaccurate, or bleeding colors
If your printout has one of the following print quality problems, try the solutions in this section for help.

• Colors look different than what you expected.
For example, the colors in your graphic or photo look one way on your computer screen but print out differently,
or magenta was replaced with cyan in your printout.

• Colors run into each other, or look like they are smeared on the page. The edges might have a feathering
appearance instead of being sharp and defined.

Try the following solutions if the colors appear wrong, inaccurate, or bleed into each other.

• Solution 1: Make sure you are using genuine HP ink cartridges
• Solution 2: Check the paper loaded in the input tray
• Solution 3: Check the paper type
• Solution 4: Check the ink levels

Solution 1: Make sure you are using genuine HP ink cartridges
Solution: Check to see if your ink cartridges are genuine HP ink cartridges.

HP recommends that you use genuine HP ink cartridges. Genuine HP ink cartridges are designed and tested
with HP printers to help you easily produce great results, time after time.

NOTE: HP cannot guarantee the quality or reliability of non-HP supplies. Product service or repairs required
as a result of using a non-HP supply will not be covered under warranty.

Cause: Non-HP ink cartridges were being used.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Check the paper loaded in the input tray
Solution: Make sure the paper is loaded correctly and that it is not wrinkled or too thick.
• Load paper with the side you want to print on facing down. For example, if you are loading glossy photo

paper, load the paper with the glossy side down.
• Make sure the paper lays flat in the input tray and is not wrinkled. If the paper is too close to the printhead

during printing, the ink might be smeared. This can happen if the paper is raised, wrinkled, or very thick,
such as a mailing envelope.

Solution: Check the print settings.
• Check the paper type setting to make sure it matches the type of paper loaded in the input tray.
• Check the print quality setting and make sure it is not set too low.

Print the image with a high print quality setting, such as Best or Maximum dpi.

Cause: The paper type or print quality settings were set incorrectly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Use a higher quality image
Solution: Use a higher resolution image.

If you are printing a photo or graphic, and the resolution is too low, it will be blurry or fuzzy when printed.
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If a digital photo or rasterized graphic has been resized, it can be blurry or fuzzy when printed.

Cause: The resolution of the image was low.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Print the image in a smaller size
Solution: Reduce the size of the image and then print it.

If you are printing a photo or graphic, and the print size is set too high, it will be blurry or fuzzy when printed.

If a digital photo or rasterized graphic has been resized, it can be blurry or fuzzy when printed.

Cause: The image was printed in a larger size.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: Align the printer
Solution: Align the printer.

Aligning the printer can help ensure excellent print quality.

To align the printer from the HP Photosmart Software
1. Load letter, A4, or legal unused plain white paper into the input tray.
2. In the HP Solution Center, click Settings.
3. In the Print Settings area, click Printer Toolbox.

NOTE: You can also open the Printer Toolbox from the Print Properties dialog box. In the Print
Properties dialog box, click the Features tab, and then click Printer Services.

The Printer Toolbox appears.
4. Click the Device Services tab.
5. Click Align the Printer.

The product prints a test page, aligns the print head, and calibrates the printer. Recycle or discard the page.

Cause: The printer needed to be aligned.

Printouts have vertical streaks
Solution: HP recommends that you use HP papers or any other paper type that is appropriate for the product.

Always make sure the paper you are printing on is flat. For best results when printing images, use HP Advanced
Photo Paper.

Store photo media in its original packaging inside a resealable plastic bag on a flat surface in a cool, dry place.
When you are ready to print, remove only the paper you plan to use immediately. When you have finished
printing, return any unused photo paper to the plastic bag. This will prevent the photo paper from curling.

Cause: The wrong kind of paper was loaded in the input tray.
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Printouts are slanted or skewed
Try the following solutions if your printout does not appear straight on the page.

• Solution 3: Ensure that the Two-sided printing accessory is securely installed

Solution 1: Make sure the paper is loaded correctly
Solution: Make sure that the paper is loaded correctly in the input tray.

Cause: The paper was not loaded correctly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Make sure only one type of paper is loaded
Solution: Load only one type of paper at a time.

Cause: More than one type of paper was loaded in the input tray.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Ensure that the Two-sided printing accessory is securely installed
Solution: Make sure the Two-sided printing accessory on the back of the product is securely installed.

Cause: The Two-sided printing accessory was not securely installed.

Ink streaks on the back of the paper
Try the following solutions if there is smeared ink on the back of your printout.

• Solution 1: Print on a page of plain paper
• Solution 2: Wait while the ink dries

Solution 1: Print on a page of plain paper
Solution: Print one or several pages of plain paper to soak up any excess ink in the product.

To remove excess ink using plain paper
1. Load several sheets of plain paper in the input tray.
2. Wait five minutes.
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3. Print a document with little or no text.
4. Check the back of the paper for ink. If there is still ink on the back of the paper, try printing on another page

of plain paper.

Cause: Ink accumulated inside the product, where the back of the paper rests during printing.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Wait while the ink dries
Solution: Wait at least thirty minutes for the ink inside the product to dry, then try the print job again.

Cause: The excess ink in the product needed to dry out.

The text edges are jagged
Try the following solutions if the text in your printouts is not sharp and the edges are rough.

NOTE: For this issue, there is not a problem with your ink supplies. Therefore, replacing the ink cartridges or
printhead is not necessary.

• Solution 1: Use TrueType or OpenType fonts
• Solution 2: Align the printer
• Solution 3: Clean the printhead

Solution 1: Use TrueType or OpenType fonts
Solution: Use TrueType or OpenType fonts to ensure that the product is able to print smooth fonts. When
selecting a font, look for the TrueType or OpenType icon.

TrueType icon OpenType icon

Cause: The font was a custom size.

Some software applications offer custom fonts that have jagged edges when enlarged or printed. Also, if you
want to print bitmapped text, it might have jagged edges when enlarged or printed.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Align the printer
Solution: Align the printer.

Aligning the printer can help ensure excellent print quality.

To align the printer from the HP Photosmart Software
1. Load letter, A4, or legal unused plain white paper into the input tray.
2. In the HP Solution Center, click Settings.
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3. In the Print Settings area, click Printer Toolbox.

NOTE: You can also open the Printer Toolbox from the Print Properties dialog box. In the Print
Properties dialog box, click the Features tab, and then click Printer Services.

The Printer Toolbox appears.
4. Click the Device Services tab.
5. Click Align the Printer.

The product prints a test page, aligns the print head, and calibrates the printer. Recycle or discard the page.

Cause: The printer needed to be aligned.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Clean the printhead
Solution: If the previous solutions did not resolve the issue, try cleaning the printhead.

To clean the printhead from the control panel
1. Press Setup.

2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Tools, and then press OK.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Clean Printhead, and then press OK.

The product cleans the printhead.
4. Press any button to return to the Tools menu.

After cleaning the printhead, print a print quality report. Evaluate the print quality report to see if the print quality
problem still exists.

To print a print quality report
1. Load letter or A4 unused plain white paper into the input tray.
2. Press Setup.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Tools, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button to highlight Print Quality Report, and then press OK.

The product prints a print quality report that you can use to diagnose print quality issues.

To evaluate the print quality report
1. Check the ink levels shown on the page. If a cartridge shows very low ink levels and you find the print quality

unacceptable, consider replacing that ink cartridge. Print quality typically deteriorates as cartridges run out
of ink.

NOTE: 1 If the print quality report is not legible, you can check the estimated ink levels from the control
panel or HP Photosmart Software.

NOTE: 2 Ink level warnings and indicators provide estimates for planning purposes only. When you
receive a low-ink warning message, consider having a replacement cartridge available to avoid possible
printing delays.

Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Load the stack of envelopes correctly
• Solution 2: Check the envelope type
• Solution 3: Tuck the flaps to avoid paper jams

Solution 1: Load the stack of envelopes correctly
Solution: Load a stack of envelopes in the input tray, with the envelope flaps facing up and to the left.

Make sure that you remove all paper from the input tray before loading the envelopes.

Cause: A stack of envelopes was loaded incorrectly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Check the envelope type
Solution: Do not use shiny or embossed envelopes or envelopes that have clasps or windows.

Cause: The wrong type of envelope was loaded.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Tuck the flaps to avoid paper jams
Solution: To avoid paper jams, tuck the flaps inside the envelopes.
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Cause: The flaps might get caught in the rollers.

The product prints meaningless characters
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Reset the product
• Solution 2: Print a previously saved version of the document

Solution 1: Reset the product
Solution: Turn off the product and your computer for 60 seconds, then turn them both on and try printing again.

Cause: There was no available memory in the product.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Print a previously saved version of the document
Solution: Try printing another document from the same software application. If this works, then try printing a
previously saved version of the document that is not corrupt.

Cause: The document was corrupt.

The pages in my document came out in the wrong order
Solution: Print the document in reverse order. When the document finishes printing, the pages will be in correct
order.

To print a multiple-page document in reverse order
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the input tray.
2. On the File menu in your software application, click Print.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
4. Click the button that opens the Properties dialog box.

Depending on your software application, this button might be called Properties, Options, Printer Setup,
Printer, or Preferences.

5. Click the Advanced tab.
6. In the Layout Options area, select Front to Back in the Page Order option.

NOTE: If you set your document to print on both sides of the page, the Front to Back option is not
available. Your document will automatically print in the correct order.

7. Click OK, and then click Print or OK in the Print dialog box.

NOTE: When you are printing multiple copies, each set is printed completely before the next set is
printed.

Cause: The print settings were set to print the first page of your document first. Because of the way the paper
feeds through the product, the first page will be print side up at the bottom of the stack.
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The margins are not printing as expected
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Check the printer margins
• Solution 2: Verify the paper size setting
• Solution 3: Load the stack of paper correctly

Solution 1: Check the printer margins
Solution: Check the printer margins.

Make sure the margin settings for the document do not exceed the printable area of the product.

To check your margin settings
1. Preview your print job before sending it to the product.

In most software applications, click the File menu, and then click Print Preview.
2. Check the margins.

The product uses the margins you have set in your software application, as long as they are greater than
the minimum margins the product supports. For more information about setting margins in your software
application, see the documentation that came with the software.

3. Cancel the print job if the margins are not satisfactory, and then adjust the margins in your software
application.

Cause: The margins were not set correctly in your software application.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Verify the paper size setting
Solution: Verify that you have selected the proper paper size setting for your project. Make sure that you have
loaded the correct paper size in the input tray.

Cause: The paper size setting might not have been set correctly for the project you were printing.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Load the stack of paper correctly
Solution: Remove the stack of paper from the input tray, reload the paper, and then slide the paper width
guide inward until it stops at the edge of the paper.

Cause: The paper guides were not positioned correctly.

A blank page came out while printing
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Remove any extra pages or lines at the end of the document
• Solution 2: Load paper in the input tray

Solution 1: Remove any extra pages or lines at the end of the document
Solution: Open the document file in your software application and remove any extra pages or lines at the end
of the document.
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Cause: The document you were printing contained an additional blank page.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Load paper in the input tray
Solution: If the product has only a few sheets remaining, load more paper in the input tray. If there is plenty
of paper in the input tray, remove the paper, tap the stack of paper against a flat surface, and reload the paper
into the input tray.

Cause: The product picked up two sheets of paper.

The product prints slowly
Try the following solutions if the product is printing very slowly.

• Solution 1: Use a lower print quality setting
• Solution 2: Check the ink levels

Solution: Check the print quality setting. Best and Maximum dpi provide the best quality but are slower than
Normal or Draft. Draft provides the fastest print speed.

To select a print speed or quality
1. Make sure you have paper loaded in the input tray.
2. On the File menu in your software application, click Print.
3. Make sure the product is the selected printer.
4. Click the button that opens the Properties dialog box.

Depending on your software application, this button might be called Properties, Options, Printer Setup,
Printer, or Preferences.

5. Click the Features tab.
6. In the Paper Type drop-down list, select the type of paper that you have loaded.
7. In the Print Quality drop-down list, select the appropriate quality setting for your project.

NOTE: To find out what dpi the product will print based on the paper type and print quality settings you
selected, click Resolution.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Check the ink levels
Solution: Check the estimated ink levels in the ink cartridges. Insufficient ink may cause the printhead to
overheat. When the printhead overheats, the printer slows down to allow it to cool.
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NOTE: Ink level warnings and indicators provide estimates for planning purposes only. When you receive
a low-ink warning message, consider having a replacement cartridge available to avoid possible printing
delays. You do not need to replace the cartridges until print quality becomes unacceptable.

Cause: The ink cartridges might have insufficient ink.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Contact HP support
Solution: Contact HP support for service.

Cause: There was a problem with the product.

Memory card troubleshooting
Use this section to solve these memory card problems:

• My memory card no longer works in my digital camera
• The product does not read the memory card
• The photos on the memory card do not transfer to my computer
• Photos in a connected digital camera with PictBridge do not print

My memory card no longer works in my digital camera
Solution: Reformat your memory card in your camera or format your memory card on a Windows computer
by selecting the FAT format. For more information, see the documentation that came with your digital camera.

Cause: You formatted the card on a Windows XP computer. By default, Windows XP formats a memory card
of 8 MB or less and 64 MB or more with the FAT32 format. Digital cameras and other products use the FAT
(FAT16 or FAT12) format and cannot recognize a FAT32 formatted card.

The product does not read the memory card
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Insert the memory card properly
• Solution 2: Insert the memory card fully into the appropriate slot on the product
• Solution 3: Remove the additional memory card
• Solution 4: Reformat the memory card in your digital camera

Solution 1: Insert the memory card properly
Solution: Turn the memory card so that the label faces up and the contacts are facing the product, and then
push the card forward into the appropriate slot until the Photo light turns on.

If the memory card is not inserted properly, the product will not respond and the attention light will blink rapidly.

After the memory card has been inserted properly, the Photo light will blink green for a few seconds, and then
remain lit.
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Cause: The memory card was inserted backwards or upside down.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Insert the memory card fully into the appropriate slot on the product
Solution: Make sure you fully insert the memory card into the appropriate slot on the product.

If the memory card is not inserted properly, the product will not respond and the attention light will blink rapidly.

After the memory card has been inserted properly, the Photo light will blink green for a few seconds, and then
remain lit.

Cause: The memory card was not fully inserted in the appropriate slot on the product.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Remove the additional memory card
Solution: You can insert only one memory card at a time.

If more than one memory card is inserted, the attention light will blink rapidly, and an error message will appear
on the computer screen. Remove the additional memory card to resolve the problem.

Cause: You had inserted more than one memory card.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: Reformat the memory card in your digital camera
Solution: Check the computer screen for an error message telling you that the images on the memory card
are corrupted.

If the file system on the card is corrupt, reformat the memory card in your digital camera. For more information,
see the documentation that came with your digital camera.

CAUTION: Reformatting the memory card will delete any photos stored on the card. If you have previously
transferred the photos from your memory card to a computer, try printing the photos from the computer.
Otherwise, you will need to retake any photos you might have lost.

Cause: The memory card file system was corrupted.

The photos on the memory card do not transfer to my computer
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Install the product software
• Solution 2: Turn on the product
• Solution 3: Turn on the computer
• Solution 4: Check the connection from the product to your computer
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Solution 1: Install the product software
Solution: Install the product software that came with the product. If it is installed, restart your computer.

To install the product software
1. Insert the product CD-ROM into your computer’s CD-ROM drive and then start the Setup program.
2. When prompted, click Install More Software to install the product software.
3. Follow the onscreen instructions and the instructions provided in the Start Here guide that came with the

product.

Cause: The product software was not installed.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Turn on the product
Solution: Turn on the product.

Cause: The product was turned off.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Turn on the computer
Solution: Turn on the computer

Cause: The computer was turned off.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: Check the connection from the product to your computer
Solution: Check the connection from the product to your computer. Verify that the USB cable is securely
plugged into the USB port on the back of the product. Make sure the other end of the USB cable is plugged into
a USB port on your computer. After the cable is connected properly, turn off the product and then on again. If
the product is connected to the computer through a wired, wireless, or Bluetooth connection, make sure that the
respective connections are active and the product is turned on.

For more information on setting up the product and connecting it to your computer, see the Start Here guide
that came with the product.

Cause: The product was not properly connected to the computer.
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Photos in a connected digital camera with PictBridge do not print
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Set the camera to PictBridge mode
• Solution 2: Save the photos in a supported file format
• Solution 3: Select photos on the camera for printing

Solution 1: Set the camera to PictBridge mode
Solution: If the camera supports PictBridge, make sure the camera is set to PictBridge mode. See the user
guide that came with the camera for instructions on how to do this.

Cause: The digital camera was not in PictBridge mode.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Save the photos in a supported file format
Solution: Make sure the digital camera is saving photos in a file format that the PictBridge transfer feature
supports (Exif/JPEG, JPEG, and DPOF).

Cause: The images were not in a supported format.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Select photos on the camera for printing
Solution: Before you connect the digital camera to the front USB port on the product, select some photos on
the camera for printing.

NOTE: Some digital cameras do not allow you to select photos until after you have established a PictBridge
connection. If this is the case, connect your digital camera to the front USB port, turn on the camera and
change it to PictBridge mode, and then use the camera to select the photos you want to print.

Cause: You did not select any photos on the camera for printing.

Scan troubleshooting
Use this section to solve these scan problems:

• Scanned image is blank
• Scanned image is incorrectly cropped
• Scanned image has incorrect page layout
• Scanned image shows dotted lines instead of text
• Text format is incorrect
• Text is incorrect or missing

Scanned image is blank
Solution: Load the original on the glass or in the document feeder tray.
• If you are loading your original on the glass, place it print side down on the right front corner as shown below.

To copy a photo, position the photo so that the long edge of the photo is along the front edge of the glass.
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• If you are loading your original in the document feeder tray, place the paper, with the print side up, in the
tray as shown below. Place the pages in the tray so that the top of the document goes in first.

NOTE: Do not load photos in the document feeder tray to copy. If you are copying a photo, place it on the
glass.

Cause: The original was placed incorrectly on the glass or in the document feeder tray.

Scanned image is incorrectly cropped
Solution: The autocropping feature in the software crops anything that is not part of the main image.
Sometimes this might not be what you want. In that case, turn off autocropping in the software and crop the
scanned image manually, or not at all.

Cause: The software was set to automatically crop scanned pictures.

Scanned image has incorrect page layout
Solution: Turn off autocropping in the software to retain the page layout.

Cause: Automatic cropping was changing the page layout.
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Scanned image shows dotted lines instead of text
Solution: Make a black-and-white copy of the original and then scan the copy.

Cause: If you used the Text image type to scan text that you planned to edit, the scanner might not have
recognized color text. The Text image type scans at 300 x 300 dpi, in black and white.

If you scanned an original that has graphics or artwork surrounding the text, the scanner might not have
recognized the text.

Text format is incorrect
Solution: Some applications cannot handle framed text formatting. Framed text is one of the scan document
settings in the software. It maintains complex layouts, such as multiple columns from a newsletter, by putting
the text in different frames (boxes) in the destination application. In the software, select the correct format so
that the scanned text layout and formatting are retained.

Cause: The scan document settings were incorrect.

Text is incorrect or missing

Solution: Adjust the brightness in the software, and then rescan the original.

Cause: The brightness was not set correctly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Clean the glass and lid
Solution: Turn off the product, unplug the power cord, and use a soft cloth to wipe the glass and the back of
the document lid.

Cause: Debris might have been stuck on the glass or on the back of the document lid. This can cause poor-
quality scans.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Select the correct OCR language
Solution: Select the correct OCR language in the software.

NOTE: If you are using HP Photosmart Essential, the Optical Character Recognition (OCR) software might
not be installed on your computer. To install the OCR software, you must re-insert the software disk and
select OCR under the Custom installation options.

Cause: The scan document settings were not set to the correct optical character recognition (OCR) language.
The OCR language tells the software how to interpret the characters it sees in the original image. If the OCR
language does not match the language in the original, the scanned text might be incomprehensible.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: The product does not support the paper type or envelope
Solution: Do not use the product to copy onto envelopes or other papers it does not support.
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Cause: The product did not recognize the paper type.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 5: Check for a paper jam
Solution: Clear the paper jam and remove any torn paper that remains in the product.

NOTE: Remove any staples or clips from the original document.

Cause: The product had a paper jam.

Solution: Check the connection between the product and computer.

Cause: The product and computer were not communicating with each other.
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If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: Make sure the HP Photosmart Software is installed on your computer
Solution: Insert the product installation CD and install the software.

Solution 1: Scan, enlarge, and then print a copy
Solution: Fit to Page can only enlarge the original up to the maximum percentage allowed by your model.
For example, 200% might be the maximum enlargement percentage allowed by your model. Enlarging a
passport photo by 200% might not enlarge it enough for it to fit a full-size page.

If you want to make a large copy of a small original, scan the original into the computer, resize the image in the
HP scanning software, and then print a copy of the enlarged image.

Cause: You were trying to increase the size of an original that was too small.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Make sure that the original is placed correctly on the glass
Solution: Load the original print side down on the right front corner of the glass as shown below.
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NOTE: You cannot use the document feeder tray with the Fit to Page feature. To use the Fit to Page
feature, the original must be placed print side down on the right front corner of the glass.

Cause: The original was placed incorrectly on the glass or in the document feeder tray.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Wipe the glass and the back of the document lid
Solution: Turn off the product, unplug the power cord, and then use a soft cloth to wipe the glass and the back
of the document lid.

Cause: Debris might have been stuck on the glass or on the back of the document lid. The product interprets
anything it detects on the glass as part of the image.

Solution: Load the original on the glass or in the document feeder tray.
• If you are loading your original on the glass, place it print side down on the right front corner as shown below.

To copy a photo, position the photo so that the long edge of the photo is along the front edge of the glass.
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• If you are loading your original in the document feeder tray, place the paper, with the print side up, in the
tray as shown below.

Cause: The original was placed incorrectly on the glass or in the document feeder tray.

Solution: Make sure you set up the product properly for faxing, based on the equipment and services you
have on the same phone line as the product.

Then, run a fax test to check the status of the product and to make sure you set it up properly.

To test your fax setup from the control panel
1. Load letter or A4 unused plain white paper into the input tray.
2. Press Setup.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Tools, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button to highlight Run Fax Test, and then press OK.

The HP Photosmart displays the status of the test on the display and prints a report.
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5. Review the report.
• If the test passes and you are still having problems faxing, check the fax settings listed in the report to

verify the settings are correct. A blank or incorrect fax setting can cause problems faxing.
• If the test fails, review the report for more information on how to fix any problems found.

6. After you pick up the fax report from the HP Photosmart, press OK.
If necessary, resolve any problems found and rerun the test.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Turn on the product
Solution: Look at the display on the product. If the display is blank and the On light is not lit, the product is
turned off. Make sure the power cord is firmly connected to the product and plugged into a power outlet. Press
the On button to turn on the product.

Cause: The product was turned off.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Make sure you are using the correct type of phone cord

Solution

NOTE: This possible solution applies only in the countries/regions that receive a 2-wire phone cord in the
box with the product, including: Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, China, Colombia, Greece, India,
Indonesia, Ireland, Japan, Korea, Latin America, Malaysia, Mexico, Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Russia,
Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Spain, Taiwan, Thailand, USA, Venezuela, and Vietnam.

This special 2-wire phone cord is different from the more common 4-wire phone cords you might already have
in your office. Check the end of the cord and compare it to the two types of cords shown below.

Make sure you used the phone cord supplied in the box with the product to connect to the telephone wall jack.

One end of this special 2-wire phone cord should be connected to the port labeled 1-LINE on the back of the
product and the other end to your telephone wall jack, as shown below.
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1 Telephone wall jack

2 Use the phone cord supplied in the box with the product

If you used a 4-wire phone cord, disconnect it, find the supplied 2-wire phone cord, and then connect the 2-wire
phone cord to the port labeled 1-LINE on the back of the product.

If the product came with a 2-wire phone cord adapter, you can use it with a 4-wire phone cord, in case the
supplied 2-wire phone cord is too short. Attach the 2-wire phone cord adapter to the port labeled 1-LINE on the
back of the product. Attach your 4-wire phone cord to the open port on the adapter and to the telephone wall
jack. For more information on using the 2-wire phone cord adapter, see the documentation that came with it.

For more information on setting up the product, see the printed documentation that came with the product.

Cause: The wrong phone cord was used to connect the product or the phone cord was plugged into the wrong
port.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 4: Make sure other office equipment is connected correctly

Solution

NOTE: This possible solution applies only in the countries/regions that receive a 2-wire phone cord in the
box with the product, including: Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, China, Colombia, Greece, India,
Indonesia, Ireland, Japan, Korea, Latin America, Malaysia, Mexico, Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Russia,
Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Spain, Taiwan, Thailand, USA, Venezuela, and Vietnam.

Make sure you have correctly connected the product to the telephone wall jack, and correctly connected any
additional equipment and services that share the phone line with the product.

Use the 2-EXT
port to connect to any other equipment, such as an answering machine or a telephone, as shown below.

Cause: Other office equipment (such as an answering machine or a telephone) was not set up properly with
the product.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 5: Try removing the splitter
Solution: A phone line splitter can cause faxing problems. (A splitter is a two-cord connector that plugs into
a telephone wall jack.) If you are using a splitter, remove it and connect the product directly to the telephone
wall jack.

Cause: You were using a phone line splitter.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 6: Make sure the telephone wall jack works properly
Solution: Try connecting a working telephone and phone cord to the telephone wall jack you are using for the
product and check for a dial tone. If you do not hear a dial tone, call your local telephone company for service.

Cause: The telephone wall jack was not working properly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 7: Check the phone line for noise
Solution: You can check the sound quality of the phone line by plugging a phone into the telephone wall jack
and listening for static or other noise. If the failure was due to noise on the phone line, contact the sender to
have them resend the fax. The quality might be better when you try again. If the problem persists, turn Error
Correction Mode (ECM) off and contact your telephone company.

To change the ECM setting from the control panel
1. Press Setup.
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2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Advanced Fax Setup, and then press OK.
The Advanced Fax Setup menu appears.

3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Error Correction Mode, and then press OK.
The Error Correction Mode menu appears.

4. Press the down arrow button to highlight Off or On.
5. Press OK.

Cause: The phone line connection was noisy. Phone lines with poor sound quality (noise) can cause faxing
problems.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 8: Make sure extension phones or other equipment on the phone line are not in use
Solution: Make sure extension phones (phones on the same phone line, but not connected to the product) or
other equipment are not in use or off the hook. For example, you cannot use the product for faxing if an extension
phone is off the hook, or if you are using a computer dial-up modem to send e-mail or access the Internet.

Cause: Other equipment that uses the same phone line as the product might have been in use.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 9: Make sure the product is connected to an analog phone line
Solution: Make sure you connect the product to an analog phone line or you will not be able to send or receive
faxes. To check if your phone line is digital, connect a regular analog phone to the line and listen for a dial tone.
If you do not hear a normal sounding dial tone, it might be a phone line set up for digital phones. Connect the
product to an analog phone line and try sending or receiving a fax.

NOTE: If you are unsure of the kind of phone line you have (analog or digital), check with your service
provider.

Cause: The product might have been connected to a telephone wall jack that was set up for digital phones.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 10: If you use a DSL service, make sure you have a DSL filter installed
Solution: If you use a DSL service, make sure that you have a DSL filter connected or you will not be able to
fax successfully. The DSL service sends out a digital signal on the phone line that can interfere with the product,
preventing the product from sending and receiving faxes. The DSL filter removes the digital signal and allows
the product to communicate properly with the phone line.

To check if you already have a filter installed, listen to your phone line or dial tone. If you hear noise or static on
the line, you probably do not have a DSL filter installed, or it is installed incorrectly. Obtain a DSL filter from your
DSL provider. If you already have a DSL filter, make sure it is connected correctly.

Cause: The product shares the same phone line with a DSL service and a DSL filter was not connected.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 11: If you use a DSL service, make sure the DSL modem is properly grounded
Solution: If the DSL modem is not properly grounded, it can create noise on the phone line. Phone lines with
poor sound quality (noise) can cause faxing problems. You can check the sound quality of the phone line by
plugging a phone into the telephone wall jack and listening for static or other noise.

If you hear noise, turn off your DSL modem.
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NOTE: For information on turning your DSL modem off, contact your DSL provider for support.

Completely remove power for at least 15 minutes, and then turn the DSL modem back on.

Listen to the dial tone again.

• If the dial tone sounds clear (no noise or static), try sending or receiving a fax.

NOTE: You might notice static on the phone line again in the future. If the product stops sending and
receiving faxes, repeat this process.

• If the phone line is still noisy, contact your phone company.

Cause: The product shares the same phone line with a DSL service and the DSL modem might not have been
properly grounded.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 12: If you use a PBX or ISDN converter, make sure you are using a port designated for
fax and phone use

Solution: Make sure the product is connected to the port that is designated for fax and phone use. Also, make
sure that the terminal adapter is set to the correct switch type for your country/region, if possible.

NOTE: Some ISDN systems allow you to configure the ports for specific phone equipment. For example,
you might have assigned one port for telephone and Group 3 fax and another port for multiple purposes. If
you have problems when connected to the fax/phone port of your ISDN converter, try using the port
designated for multiple purposes; it might be labeled "multi-combi" or something similar.

For more information on how to set up the product with a PBX phone system or ISDN line, see the printed
documentation that came with the product.

Cause: You were using either a PBX or an ISDN converter/terminal adapter.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 13: Check for and resolve any error messages
Solution: Check the display or your computer for an error message providing information about the problem
and how to solve it. If there is an error, the product will not send or receive a fax until the error condition is
resolved.

You can also check the status of the product by clicking Status in the HP Solution Center.

Cause: Another process caused an error in the product.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 14: Lower the fax speed
Solution: You might need to send and receive faxes at a slower rate. Try setting the Fax Speed to Medium
(14400) or Slow (9600) if you use one of the following:
• An Internet phone service
• A PBX system
• Fax over Internet Protocol (FoIP)
• An ISDN service

To set the fax speed from the control panel
1. Press Setup.
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2. Press the down arrow button to highlight Advanced Fax Setup, and then press OK.
3. Press the down arrow button to highlight Fax Speed, and then press OK.
4. Press the down arrow button to select one of the following settings, and then press OK.

Fax speed setting Fax speed

Fast (33600) v.34 (33600 baud)

Medium (14400) v.17 (14400 baud)

Slow (9600) v.29 (9600 baud)

Cause: The Fax Speed setting was set too fast.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 15: If you are faxing over the Internet using IP phone, resend the fax at a later time
Solution: Try resending your fax at a later time. Also, make sure your Internet service provider supports faxing
over the Internet.

If the problem persists, contact your Internet service provider.

Cause: You were faxing over the Internet using an IP phone, and there was a problem with the transmission.

The product cannot send faxes, but can receive faxes
Try the following solutions to resolve the issue. Solutions are listed in order, with the most likely solution first. If the
first solution does not solve the problem, continue trying the remaining solutions until the issue is resolved.

• Solution 1: Make sure the product is set up for faxing correctly
• Solution 2: Check the fax number
• Solution 3: Dial the fax number more slowly
• Solution 4: Check the receiving fax machine for problems

Solution 1: Make sure the product is set up for faxing correctly
Solution: Make sure you set up the product properly for faxing, based on the equipment and services you
have on the same phone line as the product. For more information, see Set up the HP Photosmart for faxing.

Then, run a fax test to check the status of the product and to make sure you set it up properly.

To test your fax setup from the control panel

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 2: Check the fax number
Solution: Check to see that the fax number you entered is correct and in the proper format. For example, you
might need to dial a "9" prefix, depending on your phone system.

If your phone line has a PBX system, make sure you are dialing the number for an outside line before dialing
the fax number.

Cause: The number you entered when sending the fax was not in the proper format.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Dial the fax number more slowly
Solution: Insert some pauses in the number sequence to slow the dialing pace. For example, if you need to
access an outside line before dialing the phone number, insert a pause following the access number. If your
number is 95555555, and 9 accesses an outside line, you might insert pauses as follows: 9-555-5555. To enter
a pause in the fax number you are typing, press the symbols button on the keypad (indicated by an asterisk)
until a dash (-) appears on the display.

You can also send the fax using monitor dialing. This enables you to listen to the phone line as you dial. You
can set the pace of your dialing and respond to prompts as you dial.

Solution: Try calling the fax number from a telephone and listen for fax tones. If you cannot hear fax tones,
the receiving fax might not be turned on or connected, or a voice mail service could be interfering with the
recipient's phone line.

Cause: The receiving fax machine was having problems.

This setting provides the fastest possible
transmission with the lowest quality of fax. The default resolution is Fine, which can take longer to send.

Cause: The document contained a lot of graphics or had very fine detail.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

The signal level can also be reduced if you use a splitter or connect extra cables to extend the length of your
phone. A reduced fax signal can cause problems during fax reception.
• If you are using a splitter or extension cables, try removing them and connecting the product directly to the

• To find out if other equipment is causing a problem, disconnect everything except the product from the phone

line, and then try to receive a fax. If you can receive faxes successfully without the other equipment, one or
more pieces of the other equipment is causing problems; try adding them back one at a time and receiving
a fax each time, until you identify which equipment is causing the problem.

Cause: The fax signal level might not have been strong enough, which can cause fax reception problems.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 10: Clear the memory of the product
Solution: If Backup Fax Reception is enabled and there is an error condition on the product, the memory
might become full of faxes that have not yet been printed and the product will stop answering calls. If an error
condition exists that is preventing the product from printing faxes, review the display for information on the error
condition.

• Solution 4: Replace the ink cartridge

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Solution 1: Install the ink cartridges correctly
Solution: Make sure all of the ink cartridges are properly installed. Refer to the following steps to resolve this
error.

To make sure the ink cartridges are properly installed
1. Make sure the product is turned on.
2. Open the ink cartridge access door by lifting from the front right of the product, until the door locks into place.

The print carriage moves to the center of the product.

NOTE: Wait until the print carriage stops moving before proceeding.

3. Make sure the ink cartridges are installed in the correct slots.
Match the shape of the icon and color of the ink cartridge with the slot that has the same shaped icon and
color.

4. Run your finger along the top of the ink cartridges to locate any cartridges that are not snapped completely
down.

5. Press down on any cartridges that are sticking up.
They should snap down into place.

6. If an ink cartridge was sticking up and you were able to snap it back down into place, close the ink cartridge
access door and check if the error message has gone away.
• If the message has gone away, stop troubleshooting here. The error has been resolved.
• If the message has not gone away, proceed to the next step.
• If none of the ink cartridges were sticking up, proceed to the next step.

7. Locate the ink cartridge that is indicated in the error message, and then press the tab on the ink cartridge
to release it from the slot.
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8. Press the ink cartridge back down into place.
The tab should make a snapping noise when the ink cartridge is correctly seated. If the ink cartridge did not
make a snapping noise, the tab might need to be readjusted.

9. Remove the ink cartridge from the slot.
10. Gently bend the tab away from the ink cartridge.

CAUTION: Be careful not to bend the tab out more than about 1.27 cm (0.5 inches).

11. Reinstall the ink cartridge.
It should now snap down into place.

12. Close the ink cartridge access door, and check if the error message has gone away.
13. If you still receive the error message, turn the product off, and then on again.

Cause: The indicated ink cartridges were not installed correctly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.
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Solution 2: Close the print carriage latch
Solution: Lift the latch handle and carefully lower it to make sure that the latch securing the printhead is
securely closed. Leaving the latch handle raised can result in incorrectly seated ink cartridges and problems
printing. The latch must remain down in order to correctly install the ink cartridges.

Cause: The print carriage latch was not closed properly.

If this did not solve the issue, try the next solution.

Solution 3: Clean the electrical contacts
Solution: Clean the cartridge electrical contacts.

To clean the electrical contacts
1. Make sure the product is turned on.
2. Open the cartridge access door by lifting the blue access handles on the side of the product, until the door

locks into place.

The print carriage moves to the center of the product.

NOTE: Wait until the print carriage stops moving before proceeding.

3. Locate the ink cartridge that is indicated in the error message, and then press the tab on the ink cartridge
to release it from the slot.
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4. Hold the ink cartridge by its sides with the bottom pointing up and locate the electrical contacts on the ink
cartridge.
The electrical contacts are four small rectangles of copper or gold-colored metal on the bottom of the ink
cartridge.

2 Electrical contacts

5. Wipe the contacts with a dry swab or lint-free cloth.
6. On the inside of the product, locate the contacts in the printhead.

The contacts look like a set of four copper or gold-colored pins positioned to meet the contacts on the ink
cartridge.

7. Use a dry swab or lint-free cloth to wipe the contacts.
8. Reinstall the ink cartridge.
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9. Close the ink cartridge door, and check if the error message has gone away.
10. If you still receive the error message, turn the product off, and then on again.
