INTRODUCTION 1.1

Before using the printer, please read the instructions in this guide carefully
and put the guide in a safe place close to the printer, so that it is available
when you need it later. Please take the following precautions when using
and maintaining your printer.

● Unplug the printer before cleaning it. Do Not use any liquid or aerosol
cleaners. Simply use a damp cloth. Refer to the page of this guide for
further details.

● Do Not place the printer on an unstable surface or close to a radiator or
source of heat.

● Take care not to block or cover the ventilation holes on the side of the
printer. Do Not insert any object in these holes.

● Check that the electrical power source to which you wish to connect the
printer complies with the electrical specifications of this printer : 
(100 ~ 240V) - Power cord may differ from one country to another.

● Connect all your computer equipment, including the printer to a power
point with earthing device. Avoid plugging your printer into the same
power point as equipment likely to cause voltage variations, such as a
photocopying machine or an air conditioner.

Installing Toner Cartridge

To install a toner cartridge in your printer proceed as follows.

1 Remove the toner cartridge from
its packaging.

2 Open the top cover of the printer
by pressing the button on the
right side of the printer.

Notes: • Do not remove the cartridge
from its packaging until you
are ready to use it. 

• Do not expose the cartridge
to light, it could damage the
cartridge permanently.

Notes: If toner gets on your clothing, wipe it off with a dry cloth and wash clothing
in cold water. When printing text at 5% coverage, a toner cartridge lasts an
average of 10,000pages in simplex mode.

• Use metal claps, string ties, metal folding bars.
• Contain windows, holes, cutouts or embossing.
• Have exposed flap adhesive when the flap is in the sealed or closed 

position. For envelope specifications, see page Appendix A.4.

Toner cartridge storage

The life of the toner cartridge depends on the amount
of toner that print jobs require.
When printing text at 5% coverage, a Samsung toner
cartridge lasts an average of 10,000 pages in simplex
mode, depending on which toner cartridge is installed. 
This assumes that print DENSITY and ECONO menu
items are set to default.

Toner cartridge life 

Notes: To prevent damage to toner cartridge, 
do not expose it to light.

When toner is low, faded or light area might appear
on a printed page. 
You might be able to temporarily improve print quality
by distributing the toner.

Distributing the Toner
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Toner Cartridge

When toner is low, faded or light areas may appear on a printed page. 
You may be able to temporarily improve print quality by redistributing the
toner. The following procedures may allow you to finish the current print job
before replacing the toner cartridge.

Redistributing Toner

1 Open the top cover by pushing
the button on the side of the
printer.

2 Remove the toner cartridge
from the printer.

CAUTIONS:

• Avoid reaching too far into
the printer. The fusing area
may be hot.

• To prevent damage to the
toner cartridge, do not
expose it to light for more
than a few minutes.

3 Gently shake the toner cartridge
from side to side 5 or 6 times to
redistribute the toner.

4 Reinsert the toner cartridge into
the printer. Be sure that the
toner cartridge is firmly in its
place.

5 Firmly close the cover.

If the print remains light 

Remove the old cartridge and
install a new toner cartridge. 
See “Installing Toner Cartridge” 
on page 2.3.

Notes: If the toner gets on your

clothing, wipe it off with a dry cloth

and wash clothing in cold water.

Hot water sets toner into

fabric.



MAINTAINING YOUR PRINTER6.4

Cleaning the Printer
To maintain print quality, you should clean the printer.
•  Never use alcohol or solvent based cleaning agents to clean the printer

as they may damage the printer casing and components.
•  Never use a hard-bristled brush or abrasive pad. 

To clean your printer, proceed as follows.

2 Remove the paper from 
Multi-Purpose tray.

3 Open the top cover and remove
the toner cartridge.

1 Check that the printer is powered off and disconnected from the
power point.
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Cleaning the Printer

4 Use a soft cloth to remove any
dust.

5 If the outer casing or the paper feed guides are dirty, clean them with
a soft, clean cloth, slightly dampened with a gentle detergent.

6 Clean the inside of the printer with a damp cloth.

7 Replace the toner cartridge, close the top cover, plug in the power
cord, and turn the printer on. 

Notes: While cleaning the printer, be careful not to touch the transfer 
roller(the black, rubber roller, located underneath the toner cartridge). 
Skin oils on the roller can cause print quality problems.
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Cleaning LSU

3 Slide the LSU cleaner
horizontally across a track on
the top of the LSU.

To obtain high quality from your printer, clean the LSU(Laser Scanning Unit)
when characters have lines running through them.

1 Open the top cover and remove the toner cartridge.

2 Pull up on the LSU cleaner and put it on the LSU.

Package Contents

Items Supplied

Notes: Before installing the PortThru card to your printer, 
you should attach one of the brackets above by using two
screws provided according to the type of your printer model.
You can check it with the picture of page F.9 which shows the
attached bracket to the PortThru card for ML-7300 Series.
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Network Option Card

The network option card lets you connect the printer to a local area
network(LAN).You can install one network option card in your printer.

Card Connector Points

RJ-45 Port(Ethernet
10/100 Base T network)

Installing Procedure

1 Before you install the network option card, follow steps 
under ‘preparations’ on page F.2.

2 Locate the card connector 
on the printer control board.

5 Align the connector on the card
with the connector on the printer
control board. Push the card firmly
into the connector until it is
completely in place.

Result: The two connectors should fit
snugly together.

3 Remove the two screws from the
metal plate covering the opening
for cable connector.

4 Unpack the option card.

6 Gently tighten the screws to secure the card to the system board.

7 Continue with ‘Closing the Printer Cover’ on page F.3.

8 Install the network printer driver(called SyncThru) provided on
the CD-ROM. See Network Management Software User’s Guide for
installation.

Network Option Card
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Notes:
• The top green LED comes on when the cable is connected to the port on

the Network  Printer Card.
• After booting, the bottom green LED should blink irregularly and the top

green LED should come on continuously. If the bottom green LED blinks
regularly, turn on your printer again.

Connecting a Printer to the Network
Use standard network cabling that is used for other network components.
Make sure the printer is turned off before connecting the network cable to the port.

Attach the twisted-pair network cable to the RJ-45 port (10/100 Base T) on the card.

Powering Up

1 Connect the printer power cable into a properly grounded electrical outlet.

2 Turn on the printer.

3 Remove the single screw that
fastens the metal plate covering
the cable connector opening.

4 Remove the plate.

5 Insert the Serial/LocalTalk or
Serial/IrDA option card into the
option card slot.

2 Locate the Serial/LocalTalk or Serial/IrDA connector on the printer
control board.

1 Before you install the Serial/LocalTalk or Serial/IrDA option card, 
follow steps under ‘Preparations’ on page F.2.

7 Push the card firmly into the connector until it is completely in place.

8 Gently tighten the screws to secure the card to the system board.

9 Continue with ‘Closing the Printer Cover’ on page F.3.

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Connect the printer to your Macintosh using a LocalTalk cable.

Notes : A LocalTalk cable is not included. 

It must be purchased separately.

Connecting the LocalTalk Cable

Serial/LocalTalk
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You can use an infrared adapter to print remotely from an IrDA-Compatible
computer equipped with an infrared port.

The infrared port is compliant with the specifications established by the
Infrared Data Association(IrDA).

The infrared port operates transmitting data at speeds up to 115.200
bits per second.

1 Make sure the printer power
cord is unplugged.

2 Locate the infrared port 
on the back of your printer.

3 Plug the adapter cable into the
infrared port.

4 Reconnect the power cord.

Result: The green light on the infrared adapter comes on 
when the printer is plugged in.

Connecting the Infrared Apapter
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Serial/IrDA

1 To print with an infrared port, you should install an infrared port driver
on your computer.
● If you do not have the driver, please ask your PC manufacturer.
● You can download the infrared driver for Windows 95 from the internet 

with no charge (http://www.microsoft.com).

2 Aim the computer infrared port at the infrared port on the back 
of the printer.

3 Aim the infrared port on your computer within 15 degrees of 
either side of the line as shown.

4 The printer must be within 3 feet(1 meter) of the computer.

5 Make sure the printer is in ready state.

6 Send the print job from the computer.

Using the Infrared Apapter
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Optional Tray 2

You can install an Optional Tray 2 Complete the following steps beforeyou 
install the Optional Tray 2. 

● Unplug the printer power cord.
● Disconnect all cables from the back of the printer.

1 Carefully place the printer on
top of the Optional Tray 2 unit.
● Make sure the connector is

properly inserted.

2 Reconnect all cables to the back of the printer.

3 Reconnect the power cord to the printer.

4 Make sure the ‘READY’ message appears on 
the operator panel display.
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Optional Tray 2

Your printer has an optional cassette that can hold up to 500 sheets of 
paper or 40 envelopes.

To load paper in the Optional Tray 2, proceed as follows.

1 Pull the tray completely 
out of the printer.

2 Press down on the bottom plate
to lock it into position.

Notes: To load the envelope into the
tray, lift the lever on the left
side of the tray.

Loading the plain Paper into the Optional Tray 2

3 Squeeze and lift the length
guide and slide it to the desired
paper size until it clicks into
place.

4 Lift the width guide on the paper
guide to the desired paper size
until it clicks into place.
The paper size is indicated on the
bottom of the Optional Tray 2.

6 Place the paper against the left
of the rear paper guide.

5 Squeeze the width guide and slide
it to the right side of the Tray.
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7 Squeeze the width guide and
slide it to the right and left until
it touches the edge 
of the paper.

Notes: ●  Do not fold or crease the paper.
●  This mark indicates the height of

paper loaded.

Notes: The printer may pull paper from tray 1 first. 
To change this, see ‘Paper Source Selection’ on page F.22.

Use PCL driver to select the tray you wish to print.

1 Select Start ➔ Settings ➔ Printers from the windows task bar.

2 Click on the Samsung ML-7300 PCL 6 icon.

3 Select Files ➔ Properties.

4 Click on the Paper tab. 

5 Set the source item to Default Value or Optional Tray 2.

Notes: Settings in the printer driver and software application override
operator panel settings.

2 Press the Menu > or < buttons one 
or more times until ‘Printing Menu’ is
displayed.

3 Press the Item < or > buttons one or
more times until ‘Tray’ appears on the
display.

4 Press the Value + or - buttons one or more
times to select ‘OPT’.

5 Press the Enter button.

● An asterisk(❊ ) appears beside the
current user default setting for that
menu item. 

You can select a paper source by setting the TRAY item using the control

panel menu.

If you do not use printer driver. To Select Optional Tray 2 as the default setting: 

1 Press On Line.

Result: The OFFLINE message appears on 
the display and the printer is off-line.

Linux Driver Installation

USING YOUR PRINTER IN LINUX G.1

This Linux driver is designed for Samsung ML-7300 Series
printer and supports Linux Red Hat 6.0 or higher and Intel
Linux. If your Linux version is not included, this driver might
not work properly.

• Install Setup Script file configuration
a. /cdrom/linux/install.sh
b. /cdrom/linux/ssprt.db
c. /cdrom/linux/readme.txt

To install the driver, open the x terminal screen and take the
following steps:

Installation

To mount the CD-ROM drive:

1 Insert the Samsung ML-7300 Series CD-ROM into the
CD-ROM drive.

2 Mount the CD-ROM drive under a directory like /mnt in
order to access the files on the CD-ROM: 
>mount -t iso9660 /dev/cdrom /mnt/cdrom

Notes: To mount the CD-ROM drive, you must be a super
user or must be authorized to mount the CD-ROM by the
super user. If you fail to mount the CD-ROM drive, ask the
system administrator.

1. Mount the CD-ROM
drive.

2. Install setup script. For details on installing the setup script, refer to the
/cdrom/linux/readme.txt file.

Add the driver to the printer list by typing in:
/cdrom/linux>install.sh (or)
/cdrom/linux>./install.sh (if the path of the current
working directory is not determined).

3. Set up the printer filter. To set up:

1 Run printtool at x terminal.

2 To add the printer driver, click the Add button.

3 In the Add a Printer Entry window, decide the printer
type you will use. Select Local Printer if you have a PC-
connected printer.

4 Click the OK button.

5 If the Info button appears, ignore it, then click the OK
button.

6 The Edit xxxx Entry window opens (where xxxx is the
printer type you have selected at step 3).

If you are not an advanced user, do not change the
Names/Spool Directory/File Limit in Kb/Printer
Device option.

7 Click the Select button in the Input Filter to access
filter setup.

8 Select Samsung Printer PCL 5e Compatible for the
Printer Type item. Then select the default resolution and
paper size.

9 To save the setting, press the OK button.

10 In the Edit xxxx Entry window, press the OK button to
complete the printer driver installation.

11 You can find that the printer driver is added to the
driver window. Select Quit from the PrintTool menu.
